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It is ohserved that a number of
the Canadian newspapers are criti-
cising Sir Charles Tupper becaunse
they allege that the proposed fish-
eries treaty is all in favor of the
United Stater and against Canadian
interests. In this country a pum-
ber of newspapers are criticising the
treaty on the ground that it favors
the Canadians ratlier than oar own
citizens.

In Government circles this sort of
thing is known as diplomacy. When
any great question like this is to be
sottled, the Governments never
think of sending some good hard-
beaded business man to talk mat-
ters over, but with great fuss and
feathers sends a lot of diplomarts.
They »it in a large room for several
weeks, with a ponderous lot of cere-
mony. and their main idea is to get
up a iong document which they do
not wunderstand themselves, and
which they are morally certain no’
one 2lse will.

Hooe of the Commission "dare te
ask for amy more lucidity of ex-
presuion, for that would be taken as
an admission of ignorance, and they
all look as wise as possible and pre-
t9ad to each other that they kaow
just what everything means. Then
the document is solemnly signed by
the Commission, being careful where
sny specially plain statement 1s
made, to re-arrange the language
80 that the idea will be reached in
gome rounc-about diplomatic lan-
guage, or left out entirely.

Then the document is telegraphed
sll over the country and nobody un-
derstands a blasted line of it. Then
Congress meets and ratifies it, and
s few more Commissioners have to
go aad investigate what the exact
meaning of the other side was, and
the parties most affected are com-
pletely at sea, and go right on in
the old way.

Then the matter gets so mixed up
that the parties in the interests go
to law, and the Courts and lawyers
bave another meeting to arrive at
the meaning, bat fail, and the case
after being decided goes to a higher
court, and then it lies a few years
in the Supreme Court of the United
Btates, where two opinions are
reached, a portion of the Court go-
ing one way and the rest going the
other.

The men who have brought about
all this misunderstanding are called
diplomats, and pictures of their
beavy intsllectual heads are printed
in the illustrated newspapers and
sent all over the country, so that in
casd of a Presidential campaign
they may be mentioned as fit per-
sons to run a nation of business
men, like the great and glorious
Republic in which we live.

To see that party agsin triumphant
and united, worthy of itself and of
its past, the brave and honest
champion of the rights, the wel-
fare and the progress of sixty-three
millions of people, is inspiration
enough for all Republicans.”
