The cave was not much more

than a hole in the lee side of a curi-

ous mound of rocks that rises along !

the road between the State Prison
and Empize. It is8 an  isclated
mound of rocks, which at first

glance dooks as if it might have
been placed there by human agency.

At the time of the first excitement
over the prehistorie tracks it was
neticed that ihe tracks of the masto-
don, the cave bear and the giant all
took the direction of the curiouns
mound.

Some claimed that the mound
had been built thonsands of years
ago by the early cave dwellers and
mound builders of Nevada, and that
the #oil had gradually accumulated
over the ruias.

Bome parties tried to induce John
Mackay to furnish the money to
make excavations and thoroughly
explore the ruins, which a good
many people insist will farnish an
interesting find for the archeologists
in the shape of relics of the pre-
historic age. Mackay thought fa-
vorably of the matter at one t'ge,
but on examining the rocks thousziit
they showed traces of volcanic ori-
gin. At any rate he never invested.

The cave being small the reinges
—who seemed to have been trying
to revive the memories of the Out-
casts of Poker Flat in real life—ex-
tended the entrance by means of
flat siate-like rocks, which they
built in the form of a portico. They
also used sagebrush to keep off the
snow and wind from the Southwest,
and all taree slept in a bed of sage-
brush and the fleeces of the sheep
they bad stolen, with two coarse
blankets as a covering.
