In iis issne of Salurday it enumer-
ates a list of articles on which iy
farmer is taxed by the profective

tariff. The list iz correct, and
most of the asserfiona made ure
tige. It cunningly avoids, how-

ever, epumerating avy of the arti-
cles produced by the larmer, upo
which tariff is placed for his pro-
teclion.

While the Government places a
tariff on the implements used in hi:
business, it also takes care to se
that foreign wheat, foreiga wool an
foreign livestock must pay dearl
for coming acroes the sea to com-
pete with him. Yet the Examine
cunningiy avoids any mention o
this circumstance, and makes it ap-
pear that an unappreciative Gov-
ernment has set about to crush bim
utterly.

It mentions the tariffl on agricul-
tural implements, and especialiy
the reaper and mower. A few
vears ago we heard of no reapers
and mowers, and the [farmer
was compeiled to swing a seythe
and eradle all day long in the hot
sun until his back gave out, and
after all that tail he accomplished
Jess than one tenth what the reap-
ers and mowers oi tha day accom-
plish.

These magnificent machines bave
been bronght to the present state of
perfection under the fostering care
ot a Government which has pro-
tected their manufacture by a tar-
iff.

Had the makers of these labor-
siwing machines been oblized to
compete with Engiish made ma-
chines they would bave gone out of
Lusiness yeats ago, and the farmer
who cut his grass or his grain would
have been compeiled to have used
toe cumbersome, heavy machines
of Eaglish manuiacture, which re-

quire four horses to diaw, insteac
of the American eachine, pri-
tec ed by an American tarifl, whict
does the same with tvwo horses.
Nearly every improvement on ng-
ricnltural machinery is the resuit o
American enerer atid American in.
ventive penins, backed by a good,

grout American tarif. which goar-

antees to the maker  thai
he can sell it withoul competition
from abiroad.

Bit for this protestion  thore
wold be uo incentive loinvest cay -
ital inn zreat enierprises.

If the firmer ubjects to pay e

price for thiese machines hie can fall
bk on tle fatl-
ers, and no one wiil iuterfere with
his right to saing it.
