CHEAP IRRIGATION.

Dr. fcrrick's Method Worth
Considering.

Dr. Herrick Lias been experiment-
ing with the irrigation gnestion un-
til he has hit on an excellent plan
for irrigating ten acres of gronnd at
small expense.
