Accompanying the
package, which was purchased of
CGostay Oito Solomon, No. 70
Landsberger Strasse, Berlin wasa
letter, in which the Doctor gives
directions for its plan*ing and culti-
vation.

They are as foliows: The uspercet
seed wants to be soaked for twenty-
four hours 1n warm water before
planting, so as to soften the outer
shell. After the seed bas been put
in the ground, sprinkle the ground
a little morning and night for a
week or two, or until yon can see
that the seed is started. After that,
it is supposed that the grass will
mauke its own way. The waler for
soaking the seed mast be warm,
but not ho!t. Dr. 8. Bishop will
experiment with the seed, and will
sow a portion on the farm of the
State Insune Asylum and the re-
mainder on his rz2nch in Spanish
Spring Valiey.
