of $114,600. He explained the
sitnation of the Mint and showed
how vastly its business had in-
creased within the lust few months.
The Committee acted {avorably up-
on Senator Stewart’s recommenda-
tion, and increased th« appropria-
tion to the sum last stuted. When
the Conference Committee of the
two Houses met to consider the
Senate amendments to the bill, it

was necessary for Senator Btewart:

te muke another argument in  de-
fense of the amendment increasing
the Carson Mint appropriation to
$114,500. The amemdwent was
agreed to, the bill has passed both
Houses and the Mint is saved
