British Isles; which is to say that
in proportion to their numbers the
people of Massasschuseits are able
to save ten times the amount that
those in Great DBritain can lay
aside. In addition to this is the
fact that here nearly every laboi-
ing man owns his home, while in
England they are crowded into
tenement houses and ewn no foot
of the soil. 1f there is any eom-
fort which the Mugwanmps can de-
rive from the figures they present,
it is of the kind known as cold.
