A three-grain dose would be
twelve limes the maximum dose
which ia considered sale for an
adalt.

These are the case, as rear as we
have been ableto gather them. A
very grave respoonsibility rests on
the venders of drugs, as the wvaria-
tion of a fractional paft of a grain
may at any time wipe cut a human
life.

I Mr. Chediwe cannot trust Lim-
self with the business he shonld
coase to sell poisons until he has
secured the services of a competant
drug clerk. It is asking too much
ol the community to have it take
chances of that sort.
