The Board of Trustees of Carson
City do ordain:

Sge. 1.—It snall be the duty of
the City Marshal, or any pclice-
man under his direction, to pul up
at the door of any house in said city
wherein a patient may be sick of
small pox, a yellow flag indicating
the presance of said disease immed-
1mtely upon its being brought to the
knowledge of said City Marshal that
any person innabiting such house
is sick of the said disease therein.

Sec. 2.—No person shall tear
down or remove the yellow flag so
put up as sforesaid during the con-
tinuence of such disease in such
houss or houses.

8ic. 3.—It shall be the duty of
the Ciiy Marshal to give sach mea-
sures a8 in his judgment may be
pecessary for cleaning, fumigating
or purifying any building or premises
in which any person may have
been ill of small pox, and to remove
therefrom and destroy the bed and
bedding occapied by and the cloth-
‘ng by such small pox patient,
when he may deem it necessary.
The expemse incurred in carrying
out the provisions of this section
shall be paid by such small pox
patisnt or his legal representative,
avd if snch person bLe a married
woman or minor, then by the hus-
band, parent or guardian as the

Sec. 5.—No person shall remove
a small pox patient from any house
or place within the limits of the
city to any housa or place without
a written permission of the City
Marshal.

8gc. 6.—No person ghall remove
from any building or premises any
bed or bedding used by; or any
clothing worn by any small pox pa-
tient while in such service without
the permisaion aud direction oi the
City Marsal.

8Ec0. 7.—No person shall within
the limits of the city burn any bed
or bedding used by; orany clothing
worn by any small pox patient.

Szc. 8.—It shall be the duty of
each physician in this ecity to re.
port to the City Marshal in writing,
every person he shall have sick
with small pox immediately after
he shall be satisfied of the nature of
the disease, and to report to the
same officer eyery case of death
from such disease immediately af-
ter it shall have occurred.

8gc. #.—It shall be the duty of
every householder in this city to
