lalbng cioOeis. It has lsd a pre
serving influence againt the eflf-c- t

of the weather; the older and more

weather beuten the similes the
more benefit derived. Such ddn- -

gles are generally more or les

warpel, rough and cracked. .The
application of the wash, hv treatb g
the upper sin face, restores them to
their oiiginal or fimi form, iherehy
closing the space between the
shingles with the lime and sand,
and by filling up the cracks pre--

veuts its warping. By the addi
tion of a small quantity of lamp
h.ack, the wash may be made of

the same color as old shingles, and
thus the offensive glare of a white-
washed root be obviated.
