Second To encourage the people
of any section of the country to
develop the resourcos of that sec-

tion.
Third To give information to

those seeking tLe investment of

capital.
Fourth To give information to

intending settlers.
Fifth To collect information

concerning the agricultural, mineral
and other resources of the country.

Sixth To discuss the general
good of the commonwealth.

Seventh To inaugurate move-

ments in legislation, botk State and
Vational.

Eighth To bring rto
relation the mind, muscle aid

capital ot a community, aad to give
the effort to induce immigration and
the development of the resources of

the State intelligent direction.
It is hoped that the leading men

of the State will be present and

give their views. Hon. W. H. Mills
of San Francisco, a member of tke
California Board of Trade, will be

present and address the meeting,
showing what advantage a similar

orgination has been to that State.
We sincerely hope you caa make

it convenient to be present, for we
believe the movement will redound
to the best interest of every industry
and we respectfully urge that if you
canaot attend in person that you
will join with Your neighbor and Bee

that you have a representative pres-

ent.
