Of

the 25 votes against it three were

given by Democrats and 22 by Re-

publicans. Of the 17 Senators ab
sent or not voting, 7 were Demo-

crats and 10 were Republicans.

Indiana.
It is not pleasant to give these

figures in a Republican newspaper
but they represent the true facts
of the case, that the passage of
the free coinage bill in the Senate
was due to Democratic votes.
