$0,000 lbs barley, 25,000 lbs Net-bee- f, 25,000

Flour, 10,000 lbs Oats, 1,600 lbs Salt and 20,000
lbs hay.

Barley must be fair color, sound, clean, and
reasonably free from other grrain, aot weighing
less than 43 pounds to the bushel, ia new

burlap sacks of about 100 pounds capac-

ity.
Set Beef Shall be good in quality and condi-

tion, fit for immediate use, and from fore and
hind-quart- meat proporMenately, Including
all the best cuts thereof. Beet from lulls,
tiagS Or diseased cattle shall not bs delivered.
The necks of the catUe slaughtered for beef
shall be cut off at the fourth vertebral Joint,
and the breast trimmed down; the shanks of
fore-quarte- shall be cut off four iuches above
the knee joint and the hind-quart- ers eight in-

ches above the hock joint. Necks, shanks and
kidney-tallo- will not be received. Pelivery
must be made at such times and in such quan-
tities as may be required.

Flour must be what Is known as "straight,
