The Record tells of a Chinaman

at Pioche whose determination
outruns his discretion. He is sink-

ing a well near the Raymond
and will have to go 1,200 feet in
the earth to get water.

Now the chances are that the
Chinaman has more sense than
the white man.

Th Chinese with very primitive
impliment costing about eight
dollars can sink wells through
solid rock 2,000 feet, which
beats the new fangled well
machines hollow. If the China-
man goes 1200 feet he will prob-
ably get spouting water.

Then after the Chinese have
demonstrated what can be done in
Nevada in the way of artesion
wells, the whites will drive them
out of Pioche and take the wells

Nevada lies over an immence
. body of hot water. There ara 36
hot springs in this State and when
Comstock shafts reach a certain
depth they strike boiling water.

The legislature has frequently
been asked to appropriate $5,000
for an experimental well, but

declines on the grounds of
expense, but gives 510,000 to a
military display.

Paris and borrowed money which
he never paid.
