John F. Alexander, ey

General of Nevada, died at Pervis,
California last Tuesday. He was a
nativo of Mahaska couny, Iowa,
where he waa born November 1,
1854. He crossed the plains with
his parents when six years of age.
he resided in Virginia four years.
His parents then moved to the
Truckee Meadows, near Glendale,
on what is now known as the
Hickman ranch. Hegraduatedat
the State University of California,
returned to Nevada and engaged
in the publication of the Gazette.
He was twice elected District
Attorney of Washoe county and in
188G was elected Attorney General
of Nevada, an office which he
filled with marked ability. A year
ago he had an attack of the
grippe, from which he never re-

covered. He went to ' southern
California, and was treated by a
Riverside physician with Koch's'
lymph, but derived no benefit
therefrom.

He leaves an affectionate mother
who attended him during his ill-

ness, and a sister, Mrs. Scott Lake,
to mourn the loss of a son and
brother.

It must reply, for
violation of the neutrality laws.
But for more she was in the poss-
ession of the United Sta'vs; our
Government had placed upon her
an official, and she was therefore
under arrest. While in that con- -

d'tion she ran out of the harbor
of San Diego, forcibly dispossess-
ed the official and put to sea. The
United States has, therefore, the
right to retake her upon the high
seas, lnecase is very simple.
When the Post charges the pursuit
to jingoism and assails the Secre
taries of State and of the Navy
with bitterness, and alleges that if
there is blood shed because of the
pursuit it will be murder on the
part of the Secretary of the Navy,
the paper talks nonsense. It
would seem that whatever this
Government does, the Post is
bound to snarl at it and shower
abuse upon it; th; re is nothing
American that commands its res-

pect. It ought to be published, on
the other side of the big pond.
