Resolved, That the restoration
of silver to the place it cccupiad
previous to the passage of the
Mint Act of 1873, iz es-ential to
the prosperity of tlie coun'ty and
paramount to all oflicr . litical
considerations. The lepislation

which robbed silver of its money
functions and denied Lo the owner
of sliver bullion the rizht to hLave
the same coined into money upon
the some terms and conditions
which apply to the ¢ inage of gold,
reduced the money of ultimute re-
demption or payment, about one-
half, and enabled the owners of
money and obligations payable in
money to monopolize tha coin of
the commercial worll,

And we favor the eontinuaation
of agitation and cont:ntisn for the
free ;m.I unlimited coinage of sil-
ver at the present ratio of 16 to 1,
for their own beneflt and for the
benelit of the peonle at large—
