ladopes the platform of the Repub-

licas Siate Convenrion, held az Va
city oo the 30 of April lasr, as fol-
lows;

Itesolved, That we condemn the
Republican party <[ 1he Enstern
states and the admini-rration of
President Harrison, insofar as they
have luil-d toae omplish the eom-
plete remoue ization of silver, and
0 ecs t laws providing for the
free and unrestricied epivage of
that metal.

Reso ved, That the cestoration
of silver to the pluce it o~2upied
previous to the passage o. the
Mint Act of 1873, is es=entlial to
the prusperity of the coun'ry and
paramount to all other political
copsideralions The legisdation
w ich rothed silver of its moaey
functions and denied Lo the vwaoer
of eiiver bullion the right to have
the same coined inte money upon
the some terms and conditions
which a, ply to the ¢ inage of gold,
reduced the money of vltimate re=-
demption or 1 ayment, about one-
half, and enabled the owners of
money and oblizations piyable in
money o monopolize thy coin of
the ecommercial world.

Resoived, That the people ol
Neavada are in favor of the coin-
‘age of silver upon the same con-
ditions which apply to the coinage
of gold, and they are opposed tc

wenlth

And we fav r the continoation
of agitation and cont-ntivn for the
[:ee and v mited coinege of sil-
ver at the present ratio of 16 to 1,
for their own beueflt aud for the
benetit of the peonle at large =
miners, farmers, lhborets and me-
chanies.

The cilizens of Nevwia, repre-
gentatives of the varlous silver
leagues, irrespective of pust party
aflilintions, in conveution assembl-
ed, do set [ rth the following dec-
laration of minciple~:
