JONES AXD HIS PARTY.

No United States Senator ever
more thoroughly reflected the wishes
of his constituents than did Senator
Jones when he notified the ReDubli
can Central Committee of this State
that he could no longer conscien
tously remain with a parMr that had
so persistently refused to do justice
to silver.

His dignified and logical letter to
the Central Committee was in reality
a slogan call to the whole United
States to form their ranks and do
battle for the white metal Had the
members cf the Committee been
blessed with the smallest degree of
political sense, or been actuated by
that patriotism that compels a man to
fight for the interests of his State,
above his party, they would have
thanked Jones for showing them the
way out of the wilderness of doubt
For the Committees to have resigned,
followed Jones and called on the
party to follow him, would have been
th greatest object lessoa in pol
tics ever witnessed in the United
States. But the Committee was too
narrow minded to do this. They
can't get it through their heads that
Jones echoes the wishes of 7.400
people in Nevada, aa against 2,800
who want the old anti-silv- er regime.

Instead of grasping the great op-

portunity given them to show the
Jast that Nevada was a unit for ail

ver, they deliberately threw it away,
and wrote an ed and imru
dent reply, by which they have un
wittingly estranged hundreds of their
followers. The fall election will
wipe out the last vestige of the stub
born and inconsistent remnant, and
their letter to Jones will always be For
quoted aa a monument of political
folly. The next Legislature will
