Two years age there were 1,012,-
452 votes polled for General Wea-
ver for Presiillent. This year the
total vote of the Popuiist parn
as given by the World is 1,684,-

000. This probably does not in-
clude the vote of the party in
Oregon, where the election was
held last June, nor the votes of

Alabama, where the State olection
was held in August.

men which the party elected as
compured with 1882, This wi.

[n Californin. aiso, though the
People's party vote of 1802 was
doubled at the recent eloction, the
party lost a Congressman.

The general belief is that the
Populists and all othere who be-
lieve in the [ree colpage of silver
and other monerary reforma will
go into the Presidential contest in
1896 in solid phalanx against
Wall streer forees, The Natioral
Watchman, publishsd at Wash-
ington, und the Chairman of the
National People’s party favor the
cealling of @ National convention
at an early day and issuing a de-
claration of principies embodying
the reforms that the party deem
necessary 1o restore  prosperity
to tho country. It is helieved that
the platform will consist of only
one or two planks and the contest
for 154G will be a!most exclusively
for monetary reform and that all
voters who favor frec coinage will
unite in <l ‘-"Ii::;: a President who
will not veto u bill for the remon.
