1. Allsubseribers whod * not
give express notice to the con-
trary -are considered wizhing
1o continue their subsc-iption.

2. If subseribers order the
diccontinuance of their period-
icals, the publisher may con-
tinue to send them until all
arrearages are paid.

3 If subseribers refuse or
regloct to take their period-
office to which
they are

ica s from the
thy are directed,
re -ponsible antil they have set-
tled their bills and ordered
them discontinued,

4 Subseribers moving to
ether places wit~out informing
the publisher, and tne papers
are sent to the furmer address,
they are held responsible.

5 The courts have decided
that refusing to take period-
cals from the oflice, or remov-
ing and leaving them uncalled
for, is primafacie evidence of
mtended fraud.

If subscribers pay in ad-
vance they are bound to give
motice at the end of the time
f they do not wish to continue
takiog it; otherwise the pub-
haher i8 authorized to send it,
and the subscribar w Il be re-
sponsible until an express
notice with all arrtarages, are
sent to the publisher,

The latest postal laws are
*such that newspaper pnblishers
can arrestany one for fraud
who takes a paper and refuses
to pay for it. Under the law
the man who allows his sub-
scription to run along some
#sme wunpaid, and then or-
ders the postmaster to mark
it “refused” and have a postal
eard sent notifying the pub-
lisher, leaves himself liable to
arrest and fine, the same &s for
theft.
