Last night the residence of Judge E. T.
Merrick, at the corner of Napoleon Avenue
and Prytania street, was entered by some
unknown party and thoroughly ransacked.
It appears that the Judge but a short time
since lost all of his silverware by a burglar,
and luckily last night had none where it
oould be found. The thief got over the
side fence, and after killing a very trusty
and vigilant watch dog, placed a plan
against the side of the house, which stands
some distance from the ground, and effected
an ontrance through the parlor window.

After hunting about for valuables he gath-
ered together the tabhle linen and quite a
number of pieces of plated ware and a hand-
some parlor clock, and carried them off, leav-
ing the household in utter ignorauce, until
this morning, of his depredations. The
value of the property taken is about $200.
Judge Merrick says that he has been robbed
80 often he doesn’t intend now to keep any-
thingof value in the house. The thief left
no cloe.

A Notorious Thief Shot,

Between 12 and 1 o’clock yesterday morn-
ing, a notorions colored man named Danmiel
Webb, aliase Weathers, entered the premises
of Mr. Fortier, at the corner of Tchoupiton-
las and Clay Avenue by jumping over the
fence into the garden and proceeded to help
himself to artichokes.

Dear Bulletin—Yon will find below an ex-
tract from a planter in Washington county,
Miss., to his merchant, touching the over-
flow, from “ Those Map " :

Deer Creek, Washington county, ?
April 12, 1574, §

Dear Sir—Yours of the 6th was yesterday
received, enclosing a map of the overflowed
region, and to my great astonishment I find
our whole country on Deer Croek as blue as
indigo. Please inform the Pic. that if he has
missed the mark as much elsewhere as he has
in Washington county, and particularly as
to the overflow on Deer Creek, he had better
turn his talent in some other dircction, as he
is n complete failure as a map maker.

There is no water on tillable lands on
either side of Deer Creek from opposite
to Greenville down to Rolling Fork, a dis-
tance of over sixty miles, but if his infen-
tion was ouly to show that our country has
been deluged with rain for the past few
months, then I ean appreciate the dark blue
which he has covered over Washington
county. The water below is rapidly falling,
and the Pic. may, I hope, for the present
and all future time, pnt a white coating ¢n
all cultivated lands on Deer Creek, and not
depreciate the value of our highlands by
including us among the unfortunate of the
inundated districts.

ADVANCE OF FREIGHT RATES.—The com-
sting lines of railway from Chicago to the
ast have advanced their rates of trans-
portation on freight five cents per 100
pounds. This movement, it is understood,
as been forced by the New York and Erie
and New York Central Railroad Companies,
which have lines of stecamers on the lakes.
‘The rate by steam on lakes and rail to New
York is thirty-two and a half cents; by all
rail forty-five cents. The Times says that
the advance bas been forced in order to
drive freight to the lake steamers owned

by the two railroads mentioned. The
connecting romds have mno choice but
submission. As it is, the steam navigation

to Buffalo, and thence by rail to New York,
18 nearly as cheap as by steamer and canal
from Chicago to New York. The power of
combination is shown in the further fact
that the Pennsylvania road, which has no
steamers on the lakes, but is essentially ali
rail route, owned by one corporation, ex
tending from Chicago to New York, has had
to submit to the advance, which is purely
in the interests of the other rontes. It is
stated that this is the first time the railways
have advanced their rateson through freight
from Chicago to New York simultancously
with the opening of lake and canal naviga-
tion.

Already the annual tide of summer emi-
gration from this country, (especially from
the North) te Europe is flowing out, even
with more force than usual. Money is said
to be very scarce, but this does not diminish
the number of well-to-do people who will
spend from four to five months in the Old

orld travel this year. They declare, on
being questioned, that they are largely in-
tluenced by a spirit of economy—that they
find it cheaper to go to Europe, which re-
quires no extra wardrobe, than to incur the
expense of visiting Newport, Saratoga,
Long Braunch, and other fashionable home
resorts. Certainly this expense is very
great, and, as regards enjoyment and health,
does not exactly “pay.”

The special Austin correspondent of the
Houston Telegraph asserts that one Vander-
graff, who was pardoned out of the Baton
Rouge Penitentiary, is now a deputy United
States Marshal in Texas, and parading the
streets of Austin with a drawn pistol.
