COMMERCIAL MATTERS, Etc.
The Augusta (Ga.) Savings Institution has 

received 300 pass books of the defunct t  reed- 
man’s Bank, showing deposits of about 
$43 000, on which the dividend of 20 per cent 
will amount to $9000, payable early in Novem-

There is a constant stream of osoviBg 
wagons passing through Missouri. Most ol 
them are from Illinois and Indiana, but some 
are from Kentuoky and Tennessee, with scat­
tering ones from other States. Nearly all are 
going to Texas, with a few to Arkansas.

In reply to the circular of the Controller of 
the Currency addressed to the National banks 
in reference to the amount of taxes paid by 
them in 1874, returns have been received 
from 1875 banks, Bixty-one not having yet re­
ported. The average number of banks in 
operation was 1903, about forty-one of which 
paid no taxes. The returns show that the 
amount of State taxes paid was $10,203,751; 
United States taxes, $7,083,399; total $17,- 
287,150; average capital represented, $490,- 
505.000.

The case of the American National Life and 
Trust Company of New Haven against John 
W. Stedman, State Insunmce Commissioner, 
which has been under litigation for the past 
year, growing out of ao attampt of the Com­
missioner to get poMCfs on of the books of 
the company so as to wind up its affairs, was 
on Saturday decided in favor of the company. 
The company have voted to make up the defi­
cit of $50,000 in its assets.

Re* em pties e f  P o rk  Packing.
The packing season of 1875-76 was inau­

gurated to-day by Messra. Atexander Hamil­
ton & Co. and Messrs. Hamilton Bros., who 
were the only packers in possession of a suffi­
cient number of hogs with whioh.to opera* a 
their establishments. The former firm killed 
about 450 hogs and the latter about 850. 
As is usual, and at the same time not unde­
sirable at the beginning of the season, 
weights were light, but otherwise hogs were 
of a good quality, and more specially adapted 
ftr cutting into meats.

The avenge cost was $6 75@7 25 per 100 
lbs. Considering the superabundant crop ot 
corn in the country at large, these are steep 
prices, but owing to the scarcity of products 
at all points, the early arrivals at least will be 
sold readily. The packing-houses, in full 
force, are ready for work, and will not hesi­
tate to buy hogs for the present as freely as 
they come forward.

Receipts to-day by the stock-yards are light, 
and the supply for the day’s killing has been 
accumulating for nearly a week. Rarely has 
the movement been so backward; $7 25 was 
the outside bid for the best hogs, though some 
holders asked $7 50.—Cbiifier-Journal, 'id inst.

The French C laret Crop.
The latest reports from the Mddoc (France) 

region regarding the vintage are very en­
couraging. The grape crop is said to be the 
largest ever produced, and the quality such 
as to produce a very fiue wine. The weather 
has been propitious, for manufacture, and in­
deed everything appears to be favorable 
to the industry. The production in the differ­
ent sections, it is estimated, will average from 
15 to 35 'ip cent greater than last year. The 
only drawback apprehended by producers un­
der the circumstances is an over supply and 
decline in prices.

The Coffee T rade.
[New York Tribune, November 1.]

An important question now being discussed 
by the coffee merchants, both here and in 
Europe, has reference to the supply to be 
expected daring the present season. The 
Brazil season may be said to begin July 1st, 
and that for other coffee later in the year. 
Au Amsterdam authority submits this state­
ment of the probable yield, accepting the 
highest estimates and comparing them with 
the crops of 1874-5:

Should this ultimate prove correct, the ag­
gregate crop ot these countries will be but 
223,500 tons, against 409,500 tons last‘year; a 
falling off of 186,000 tons. It is, however, 
conceded that 69,000 tons old crop Brazil— 
1874-75-we still in supply, which would 
make the available Bupply from the sources 
mentioned 292,000 tons. This quantity, even 
with the yield in other countries, such as 
Venezuela, Porto Rico, etc., it is considered, 
will not be sufficient for the consumption, 
and higher prices when this is thoroughly un­
derstood are by some spoken of as highly 
probable. Still, there is an element of un­
certainty in all calculations of this character, 
and it would not be surprising if these expec­
tations should be in a measure at least dis­
appointed.

We can speak for the coffee trade in the 
United States as being at present, as it has 
been for some time, very dulls with the sup­
ply of Brazil materially larger .than at this 
time last year, the stock of other kinds 
ample, and the market* on the whole, unmis­
takably depressed. Moreover, there is a con­
siderable supply of Brazil in transit for 
American porta. According to reports re­
ceived up to the beginning of the week*- this 
consisted of 375,147 bags, while yesterday 
there were 137,000 bags in first hands in onr 
markets.

This, of course, affords no positive indica­
tion of what the season’s supply will nlti 
mately be; but as there would seem to be 
some falling off in consumption here in the 
United States, the stock on hand is likely to 
prove amokl for some time, especially if the 
present dullmas in trade continues. The 
sales thus far this year to the interior n er- 
chants have been much smaller than in 1874, 
and to this stagnation in the jobbing trade is 
attributed the existing slackness in demand 
for cargoes, for which prices are in a merely 
nominal position.

Im portant to N ational Banks.
The Philadelphia Inquirer says: “ It has 

always been held by the S ipreme Court of 
the United States that the Constitution is the 
supreme law of the land, and that decisions 
made at common law, and under the organic 
laws of the States, are subordinate thereto, 
la  pursuance of this a case was recently 
taken to Washington on review, to which the 
attention of the commercial community is 
particularly invited. The New York Court of 
Appeals—a very high judicial bank—decided 
that the agreement by a bank to discount a 
note abo~e the legal rate of interest is corrupt 
and illegal, and in commercial law and under 
the statutes of New York works a forfeiture 
of the whole debt.

“ This decision has been reversed by the 
Supreme Court of the United States, and it is 
held that, under the National Bank Act, de­
clared to be constitutional heretofore, the 
bank forfeited, by its usurious act, only the 
excess of the legal rate of interest. It will 
thus be seen that while there is ample pro­
tection against nsnry in the national law it 
likewise prevents the direful effects of the 
State law upon the business public; for, if 
the latter were to be executed literally, the 
damage done to trade would be almost incal­
culable. All of this is bat another argument 
in favor of a revision of the general laws of 
the States, with a view of shaping them with 
the letter and spirit of the National Constitu­
tion and the acts of Congress made under the 
organic law of the country.”
