SENATORIAL FAY.

The sum of $4500, adopted by the House 
on Wednesday as the annual salary of a 
Senator of the United States, with a sufficient 
allowance for mileage to cover actnal travel­
ling expenses, seems to be enough for the 
comfortable support of an average Conscript 
Father. He is snpposed.to be of mature age 
and to fcav3 succeeded in professional or 
other business. He is presumed to be the 
supporter of a family living in comfort, if not 
elegantly. He may be taken as the father of 
a youth at college and a damsel at boarding- 
school, with younger representatives at home. 
His average age may be abont fifty years. At 
that time of life his tastes and habits are sup­
posed to be fixed. If he has lived in genteel 
luxury at his own home he will seek for simi­
lar gratification at Washington.

For rich men with elegant tastes the salary 
would meet bnt a fraction of their expenses. 
For poor men with large families it would 
soaroely suffice even with strict economy. It 
is not the duty of either sort to accept the 
position unless they oan afford it.

Salary may be an important consideration 
to a tew Senators, perhaps to one in four; the 
great majority of them are usually independ­
ent of salary, and would suffer little incon­
venience if receiving nothing for their ser­
vices. It has become something of a fashion 
for Senators to take their families to Wash­
ington, where, of coarse, the cost of house­
keeping, added to expensive dissipation and 
almost compulsory entertainment, greatly ex- 
e ied the Senator's allowance.

An honorable citizen of a State, well-in­
formed as to its wants and interests, capable, 
by m cans of native talent and thorough dis­
cipline, of presenting sound doctrine in a 
forcible and impressive manner, a man of 
learn.ng and a man of business, a man capa­
ble of vindicating in the Senate the equality 
and the sovereignty of the State which he 
represents, like every other trne servant, is 
worthy of his hire. To each a Senator we 
should not hesitate to give enough to sustain 
his family oomfortably at home, and enough 
more to enable him to live at the national 
capital without any disagreeable sense of in­
sufficiency.

Neither at Washington nor elsewhere will 
any gentleman of real taste attempt to ape 
the foolish and wicked extravagancy of scobs 
and shoddyites, nor will he permit his family 
to waste his substance in delusive and co tly 
follies. Yet a Senator who is worthy of his 
position ought to receive for able service a 
satisfactory hud comfortable s tlary.

It woald, perhaps, be quite as well if Sen­
ators of the United States wire made wholly 
independent of the government a3 to their 
pay. They are the ministers of the States 
whose Legislatures select them, and if they 
should receive their pay directly from the 
States that employ them it might tend to keep 
them more constantly impressed with the 
idea of State independence. Senators are in 
some aspects clothed with ambassadorial func­
tions, being representatives of governments 
rather than of popular multitudes; for this 
reason we should prefer to have them wholly 
dependent upon the States which appoint 
them, and wholly independent of the power 
to which they are delegated. Beoeipt of pay 
from their own States directly by formal vote 
of State Legislatures would remind Senators 
of the source of their ministerial authority 
and of the special and constant duty and obe­
dience due to their respective States.

GOV. AMES’S BEST DEED.

The last official act of Adelbert Ames, late 
Governor of Mississippi, was more sensible 
in conception and more graceful iu execution 
than any other of his term. By resigning 
while the trial of his impeachment was pend­
ing he will be understood, by those who be­
lieve him guilty of the charges prefered, as 
having confessed the high crimes and misde­
meanors enumerated in the long cata­
logne prepared by the House. Those who do 
not believe him culpable will construe his re­
signation ns the easiest and quickest way to 
escape from a troublesome trial. His 
Badical friends will adopt this theory, 
approving or blaming him according to their 
various opinions as to what constitutes an 
office-holder’s duty to the party which eleoted 
him. The Eadicals will try very hard to 
make this appear to be a case of partisan per­
secution, bnt they will not readily convince 
the reflective part of the publioor even, of the 
Bepnblioan party, that Ames had nor the beet of 
reasons for wishing to pat an end to the trial. 
It was his right to bring witnesses from all 
ports of the State to disprove the charges, if 
he had any such witnesses. Bnt after due 
consultation with his eminent legal advisers 
he was probably told that he had not rebut, 
ting testimony sufficient to seoure a favorable 
verdict, and that his reputation would be 
more damaged than helped in the process of 
the impending trial.

As it is he stands accused only; if the pro­
cedure had not been suspended he would have 
been fonnd guilty and expelled from the office 
which he has so meanly and treacherously 
abused. The proofs of guilt would have been 
made a part of the records and archives of 
the State, and his infamy made historical His 
counsel gave bim good advice for which they 
will be well paid; be was wise in acting upon 
their suggestion, and will be blamed for it by 
few of his party ; and it was an act of real gal­
lantry on the part of the Honse to permit him 
to retire from his offioe by his own free will 
instead of thrusting him ont with disgraoe.

Free now from official cares he can 
give proper orders for the conduct of 
his extensive properties. He oan paok his 
tranks and enjoy the felicity of travel. He 
can visit Washington and be there received 
by Badical magnates with hospitable honors. 
He will be able to feel there amoDg Badical 
Senators and office-seekers that he is in con­
genial society, wheie every rich or powerful 
or onnning political scamp is at once recog­
nized as an equal and a boon companion.

Then, after the campaign opens, be will be 
useful to the 11 idical party by telling wbat he 
knows about the “ rebels" in Mississippi* His 
residence there will give plausible color to all 
the stories his fertile and praotieed fancy is 
so capable of produeing, and as he goes from 
city to city be will serve as a sample N orth .

THE VALIDITY OF CITY BONDS 
JUDICIALLY VINDICATED.

The decision of Judge Woods respecting 
the comparative validity of old and new city 
bonds onght to be a quietus to questions long 
and unprofitably disputed. Henceforth 
efforts to give one class of city securities a 
preference over others onght to cease. It is 
to be hoped that we have seen the last of at­
tempts to impair by litigation the obligation 
of any class of the city’s contracts. There 
were many complaints of the consolidated 
municipal debt created or agglomerated by 
the act of 1852. There liave been complaints 
of every issue of bonds since that time* 
Whatever the city government does or what­
ever the Legislature may decree respecting 
the city oanses many murmurs and much 
bitter censure.

Questions are raised from time to time as to 
the precedence which some obligations of the 
oity have over others, and the holders of city 
paper of any kind have learned to look with 
distrust upon all classes of securities. It is 
to be hoped that the monetary public will 
henceforth begin to have more confidence in 
the city’s evidences of indebtedness, and that 
local or distant capitalists holding city bonds 
will no longer be under apprehension of 
having the value of their paper destroyed by 
hostile litigation. “ Certainty is the mother 
of Quiet and Bepose ” say the old law books, 
and we hope that snoh may be the results of 
an elaborate judicial opinion and ruling upon 
the paper whioh represents the now constitu­
tionally limited debt of New Orleans.

Tne bearing of this decision on the pre­
mium funding plan is important, ooming as 
it does immediately af er and in support of 
the late act of the General Assembly  ̂ It can 
not make the premium bonds worth more 
than the average of other city bonds, but it 
will probably have the effect of preventing 
them from falling below that average. The 
scheme of refunding and redemption may 
now be expected to go on without farther im­
pediment and to vindicat) itself in the esti­
mate of financiers and the pnblio.

0UE ENEMIES’ TACTICS.

A gentleman writing to us from Iowa gives 
a rather gloomy account of the condition 'of 
sentiment of the people of that and other 
States in the Northwest and North. He is in 
ardent lover of the whole country, a Northern 
man by birth and residence, but he sees aad 

feels deeply the grievous wrongs and injustice 
which have been heaped upon the South aad 
her people sines the war.

He says the country is filled with secaLr 
and religious newspapers that are doing all 
in their power to revive and kesp alive all the 
bitter animosities engendered by the war, 
and that the people for the most part read 
and swallow all the slanderous reports con­
cerning the South, and never see, arc never 
permitted to see the truth. They are taught 
to believe that the country is in imminent 
danger of overthrow by the Southern people, 
aided by the Northern Democrats, and that 
the only way to prevent such a catastrophe is 
to vote the Badical ticket

We are afraid there is too much truth in 
this, and we are quite certain that our ene­
mies, the enemies of the country and of the 
Constitution, intend to leave no stone un­
turned to fan into a fierce flame the almost 
extinguished embers of sectional hate, for the 
purpose of making a desperate effort to hold 
on to the power which they have so long and 
so grossly misused.

The coming campaign will be the moat mo­
mentous that has ever occurred in the history 
of this government, and we can form some 
idea of what the magnitude and bitterness of 
the straggle will be when we refleot upon the 
immense interests the Eadicals have at stake, 
and remember that defeat for them means ab­
solute annihilation. The Badieal giant will 
straggle fiercely, and it may be that he may 
prolong his infamous life a little longer, but 
his doom is sealed, and sooner or later he will 
be overthrown and crushed by that avenging 
Nemesis—the people.

A BAD I LLUSTRATION.

The paper-money men often refer to France 
as an example of the correctness of their 
views, and as an illustration of the benefits of 
their system. France, they say, is a paper- 
money country, and, in that country, paper is 
at par with gold. Hence it is inferred that 
paper-money is a good thing, in itself, and 
apart from its final redeemabilitv; and it 
ought to be at par with gold, whatever quan­
tity of it the government may be pleased to 
issue. But the conspicuous fact remains that 
the paper money of the United States is not 
at par with gold, and a little reflection might 
teach the paper-money men that this faot must 
have some sufficient oauss; in short that there 
is some well defined difference between 
France as a paper-money country and the 
United States as a paper-money country. The 
truth is that the depreciation of United States 
enrrenoy depends on these two oirenmstanoes 
—first, its redundancy, and next, its incon­
vertibility, coupled with the uncertainty of 
its final redemption. France, on the contrary, 
has adopted and has rigidly adhered to a plan 
for redemption of specie payments, and the 
persistent adhesion to this plan has brought 
the paper of the Bank of France to 
par with gold. Under the operation 
of this plan the bank has hoarded 
more than $366,000,000, and the 
prooess still goes on. The government, by 
1879, will have repaid to the Bank the whole 
amount which it borrowed dariDg the war; 
and at that time specie payment will be de­
finitively resumed. So far from being a sup­
port to the preposterous theories of the paper- 
money men, the example of France is entirely 
at varianoe with them. The finances of that 
conntry are directed by men of common 
sense, men who know that a promise to pay 
ought to mean something, and not by luna­
tics who think that a promiae to pay which 
means nothing bat payment in another prom­
ise is as good as gold, and a great deal better.

DEATH OF MB. OHABLIB A. ZIEGLEB.

On Tuesday last Mr. Chas. A Ziegler, resid­
ing on Gravier street, near S t Charles, while 
carelessly handling a revdver, accidentally 
shot himself in the abdomen, and, although 
at first the wound was not sonsidered serious, 
it soon became apparenttbat it was danger­
ous; and, notwithstanding all was done that 
could be done, Mr. Z ejler died last night 
Coroner Chastant held an inquest on the 
body, and a verdict of incidental death was 
rendered.

The deceased was a brother of oar esteemed 
fellow-citizen, F. M. Ziegler, of the firm ol 
Schmidt & Ziegler ; was well known and high­
ly respected, and his untimely taking off will 
be regretted by a large cirole of friends.

The telegraphic dispatches in this morn­
ing’s paper contains another evidence of the 
desire and intention of the Itidioal members 
of Congress to provoke to anger and intem- 
perato utterances the Democratic members of 
both houses, and to inflame the sectional 
hatred between the North and the South, in 
the hope that, goaded to wrath and forced to 
resent implied insnlt, some Democrat might 
reply in suci a way as to furnish material 
which might be distorted to suit the purposes 
of the party. Mr. Bayard’s entire coarse in 
the Senate has been marked by a dignified 
and manly bearing and a temperate though 
positive style of speaking, and there was 
doubtless as much if not more in the manner 
of Mr. Bontwell in the language he used 
which caused Mr. Bayard to resent the slur 
evidently intended to be cast upon his past 
reoord. Such men as Senator Bayard can affoid 
to stand upon their record, fearless of any at­
tacks made by men of such political calibre 
and moral standing of the Senator from 
Massachusetts.
