BBEAK IN THE RESERVOIR AT WORCESTER, 
MASS.

Worcester, Mass., March 30.—About 8 
o’olock last night an alarm was given that the 
darn of the Lindebrook Reservoir, which sup 
p ies (he city, was giving way. The excite­
ment was great and a clearing of dwelling- 
houses and mills commenced. At 9 o’clock 
the danger increased, the water pouiiog m 
torrents through the gate-house. The break 
is in an archway about sixty feet long, making 
under tbe entire dam a waterfall. The reser­
voir covers a hundred and forty acres, and 
stores six hundred and seventy million gal­
lons of water at one time.

The gap was widening and the dam not ex­
pected to hold much longer. Fire, hydrant 
and water pipes in the city were opened to 
draw off as much water as possible. At 2:50 
A. M. the water had stopped running through 
the city pipes, and it was thought the dam 
had given way bodily.

Intense excitement prevails in 
the city. Efforts are being made to patch the 
break m the dam. The latest news shows a 
good chance of success.

I t is, however, likely that all 
the water in the reservoir will be drained off. 
Channels to connect the reservoir with the 
stream to the eastward are being dng with 
haste, and some part of the force of the flood 
will thns be diverted into a new direction.

The water in the reservoir is rapidly lower­
ing, and though the gap iu tbe dam fs grad 
uaily widening, it is now thought that the 
main structure will stand Arm until the water 
flows away. There is less of a panic along 
the expected path of the flood, but efforts to 
lessen or avert the danger are still in progress 
throughout the entire length of Kattlebrook 
and Blackstone rivers. There is an immense 
crowd at the scene of the trouble, which is 
growing larger constantly. Tne city is still 
greatly excited, but a better feeling is begin- 
ning to prevail.

THE CHINESE QUESTION IN CALIFORNIA.
San F rancisco, March 30.— In  view of the 

present anti-Chinese movement, the mana­
gers of the Chinese companies yesterday sent 
a cable dispatch to Hong K mg as follows 
“ Laws have been passed and measures are 
being taken to discourage Chinese emigra­
tion. Inform the Chinese that they must not 
come; there will be danger to life and prop 
erty if they come. Please advertise this.’ 
Signed by the six great companies represent­
ing the Chinese Merchants’ Exobange.

A mass meeting to consider tbe Chinese 
question will be held next Wednesday night. 
Gov. Irwin will présida Similar meetings 
will be called in other places.

REPUBLICAN ETATS CONVENTION.
Columbus, O.. March 29.—Alphonzo Hart 

is permanent chairman, and Milton N. Barnes 
was nominated for secretary of the State Dele­
gates’ Convention and elected. The platform 
renews allegiance to the Republican party, 
and reaffirms the principles of govern­
ment as declared and defined by 
Grand Men of 1776 ; that personal in­
tegrity and fidelity should be required of 
all public officers, and indorses vigorous 
prosecution of criminals by the present Ad­
ministration.
