A New View of the Case.

[From the Crasford Cpunty Ferum ]

There is a profound mystery
surrounding the death of Abra:
ham Lincoln, late President of
the United States,

That he was assassinated in
Ford’s Theater, on Good Fri-
day night, 1865, by J. Wilkes
Booth, is a fact no one doubts
or denies. But ‘at that point
certainly stops, and speculation
commences.

‘What was the motive which
impelled him to the perform-
ance of that historie tragedy ?

There are three several mo-
tives alleged to-wit :

1. Booth's sympathy with
the Southern Confederacy.

This conelnsion i3 not war
ranted by the facts. IHe was
in no way affiliated with the
Confederate Government, its
army or navy. If his sympa-
thies had Leen strong for the
Confederacy, in preference to
the Federal Government, they
would have manifested them-
selves by words and acts, dur-
ing the continuance of the war:

I1. Bootlh’s desire for a fa-
mous immortaljty.

This is more probable. He
was an actor, the son of one of
the greatest nctors in the old
and new world. His brother,
Junins Brotus Booth, is the
greatest master of tragedy in
the United States to-day. By
inheritance and profession, he
was keenly sensitive to human
applanse.  The Devil of ambi-
tion, may have whispered in
“his ear : “Your father was a
“oreat actor, and yet, by the
“world he is comparatively for-
“gotten, Your brother out:
“ranks you in popular favor
“but he too will share the fate
Hpeseryerd to tho vatarioo of the
“drama. “Here is your oppor-
“tunity to make fame that will
“coeval with time itself. There
“is Abraham Lincoln, the con-
“querer of the South. A single
“shot, will send your name
“ringing around the world, and
“you will be hailed in the after
“ages as a second Brutus,”

The time chosen, the place,
the great audience, the shot,
the leap from Lincoln’s box to
the stage, the memorable words
“Sie semper tyrannis,” spoken
in a theatrical attitude, all
powerfully tend to confirm this
view of the case.

LII. Booth’s Femnn:tl
venge for plighted faith,

Under the caption of “Un-
veiling the Statute.” Brick
Pomeroy in his New York
Democrat, publishes some im-
portant historical facts never
made publie before, which
gives this theory great plausi-
bility, It will be remembered
by those who are familiar with
the history of that period, that
J. Y. Beall, captain of the C.
S, A. was charged by the Con-
federate aathorities with the
duty of capturing the United
States Steamer Michigan, and
rescuing the prisoners, over
12,000 of them, on Johnson's
[sland in Liake Erie, Beall was
captured, after making an un-
successful attempt, and not be-
ing recognized as asoldier, was
tried, and sentenced to be
hung, J. Wilkes Booth for
many years had been the firm,
fast friend of John Yates Beall.
“T'hey had drunk from the
same cup—slept in the same
bed—spent convivial nights to-
ether, and so ran their social
lives into each, that like Da-
men and Pythias, they were
more than Brothers.” Booth,
resolved to save the life of his
friend, and to keep hope alive
cowmunicated this to him in
his cell.

The plan was this, Booth
was the accepted lover, and
expected to be the affianced
husband of the beautiful daugh-
ter of John P. Hale, the dis-
tinguished Republican Senator
from New England. This fact
put bim and Mr. Hale on terms
of intimacy.

“One night in Washington,”

re-

says the narrative, “after Beall

and John P. Hale, called on
G, W. McLean of the Cincin-
nati Enquirer, who was then in
Waghington, They wanted
McT.ean to go with them to
find Col, J. W. Forney, and
with him in company call upon
Lineoln. McLean was unusual-
ly intimate with Kincoln, and
had more influence with him
than any other Western Dem-
ocrat. McLean was to vouch
for Booth, with Hale and For-
ney, to join in asking executive
clemency for Beall.”

The party at two o’clock in
the morning were driven to the
White IHouse, admitted past
the gnards, and conducted to
Mr. Lineoln’s private room.—
Booth and Hu}e explained the
ohject of the visit, to have the
President pardon Beall and
save his life.

“Senator Hale asked the par-
don of Beall as a favor to him-
self and family. Forney asked
for it on reasons then and there
given, as did McLean. Bootl
told the DPresident of their
long established friendship,—
of his love for the brave, ad-
venturons epirit—of his love
for the young man who was do-
ing for his people of the South,
jost what a patriot in the
North would have done for
the eause and the people dear
to him. President Lincoln was
greatly moved, and gave to
Booth his word of honor as a
man that Beall should be par
doned.”

But the President, overawed
by Seward, and others in the
Cabinet under the plea of mili-
tary necessity, broke his word
and faith, made in presence of
Booth, Hale, Forney, and Wash
McLean, three of whom are

living witnesses and know
whi:f?lcr this statement 18 troe

or false. Ile withheld the
promised pardon and Beall was
execnted on the gallows,
Thereupon Booth vowed to
avenge the death of his friend,
and the sequel is part and par-
cel of the history of the times.
If this theory of the case is
substantiated by the facts,—if
President Lincoln agreed to
pardon Beall and then refused
to stretch out the hand of mer-
cy—this may safely be accept-
ed as the true motive which
inspired the assassivation: And,
if this be proven, Lincoln was
the victim of his own plighted
but broken faith, and J. Wilkes
Booth, instead of being a Juni-
us, was the avenger of a private
friend and a common murderer.

o
The Coming Elections—The
Issues Made Up.

That well known Republi-
can newspaper the New York
San, comments as follows upon
the coming elections :

Congress and the Adminis-
tration are making up a record
which will insure success to the
House, provided the latter ex-
hibit good sense in their con-
duct of the campaign. The
Democrats can present before
the people a fearfally long in-
dictment against the Republi-
cans for their sins of omission
and commission since General
Grant took the oath of office.

not even investigate the ques
tion whether Gen, Grant had
appointed any Copperhead ca-
dets at the request of A. T.
Stewart, and whether there
was any reason for such ap
pointments, except that Stew-
art had given Grant money.

They have refused to abolish
the odious and unconstitutional
income tax, and boast of their
skill in fiance because, by keep-
ing up war taxesin time of
peace, they are able to hull the
stock market, and buy five-
twenties at a premium,

When Congress is in session,
and engaged in maturing the
most important bills of the
year, and when the lurid cloud
of an Indian war is rising on
the Western horizon, the Re-
publican President runs hither
and thither over the country to
participate in small jollifications
at the invitation of charlatans
and demagognes, to the neglect
of the public business and the
disgrace of his office,

It is on such a record that|
the Republican party propose)
to goto the country in the
coming campaign for the choice
of the next House of Repre-
sentatives. It will be a mar
vel if itisnot very thoroughly
beaten.

the stench is so great that fam-
ilies living on the bank have
moved away. It is feared that
much sickness will follow. The
dead fish are too numerous to
bury, and the only thing to be
done is to use disinfectants,

WANI om-
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satisfaction expressed at the
