Fraud in Fruit Trees.

The Worcester (Mass.) Spy states that
during the past two seasons varjous coun-
ties have been visited by pretended trav-
eling ageuts of large and well-known nur-
series. 7'hose who have been inveigled
into purchasing fruit trees of them have
olmost invariably been disappointed in
their trees, some to such an extent 8s to
refuse to set them out. These trees are
said to be manufactured in a part of the
State of New York, by the process of
root-grafting, which is done by taking ihe
roots of old trees in the winter, and cyt-
ting them up into small pieces; into
each is grafied a scion. These are plant-
ed in the spring, end grow vigorously for |
three or four years, but soon come to a
stand, assuming the appearance and de:
crepitude of old trees, Many kinds, na-
turally good bearers, when propagated in
this way, will hardly bear at all.

The raising and importation of fruit
irees has within a few years past, become
an important branch of trade. No busi-
ness is more open 1o fraud, and in fow is
more deceplion practised. A herticultu
rist should never buy trees of strolling
irresponsible dealers,
