He has tried
un'eached ashes with no benefit to whea,
though he thinks them good foreorn. T
what is the feriilizing property of old
leached ashes owing ! We cannot definite-
Iy answer this question. Weareinclined
to think, however, that it is owingin some
to a substitution of alksli smonia

for the potash and soda which have been
Jeached out. It may be thatihey contain
the double salt of silicate of slumina and
soda, 1o which clay owes ils power of
reinining ammonia. I this is the case,
by adding leached ashes tosandy soil, we
add ammonia, or at least, the means of
retaining the ammonia brought tothe
soil by rains from the atmosphere ! and
that too, in the best condition fur assimu-
ation by the plant. ‘Iaking this view,
it wonld follow thst the older the ashes,
and the more they have been exposed to
rain, the better and stronger they will be,

But whatever difference of opinion
there may be us to the eause or reason of
the fertilizing value of leached eshes,
all agree that they are valuable for wheat
on sandy soils,

There is in most parts of the country
old asheries, fiom whence leached ashes
may be obtained ata mere nominal price ;
and it is truly surprising that thev are not
more extensively wsed. The fall is the
best time to apply them, though they may
be spread nnthe whent while more or less
snow is on the ground in the winter, wo
advantage.

Cuester County Hoss.—The origin
of this breed, now so widely known and
esteemed. appears to be from a pair of
hogs brought io hiscountry from England,
by Captain Jeflries, late of Chester coun-
ty, aboutthe year 1818. They were then
called the Bedford Breed ; and by judiei-
ous breeding and careful 4reatment, this
stock is perhaps now not excelled by any
other breed in this country. Theyare
pure white, large size, wery neat, emall
offal, very deep and long nnd easily fut-
tened. In these particulars they are not
easily suspossed, 1 have known them
to be made to weigh 300 lbs. dressed, at
eight months old, and 600 to 700 Ibs. at
lesa than two years old. We have tried
the Suffolk and the celebrated Berkshire
hogs : but one or two years with them
was sufficient to convinee any farmer that
hea had got ‘he wrong sow by the ear.
They are all gone. I do not krow of »
Berkshire in thecounty. Wa are now
pretty well satisfied that the old Chester
ocounty white is gnod enough, if judicious.
