See. 5. Collectors of toll shall, in addition
to such other dufies as may, fromtime to time, |
be required by them, collect all water rents due |
the State, or herenfter become due, and meke |
return of such collections, and pay over ullmon- |
eys thus collected, in the same manner, and at |
the sume time, they nre by law vequired to mnke |
