J. G. Parker-
son. A. J. Moss. Pierre (terac, F Lom-
bard and Jun. C. 3Mouton.

Absent: Ed. PIillerin.
The Mayor stated the object of the

meeting to be to take into consideration
the vacancy in the office of Constable
caused by the appointment of Mr. J. Vi-
gueaux as U. S. Marshal.

The following petition was presented
and read:
To the Mayor and (cuncil of the Town

of Lafayette, La.:
The petition of Jean Breaux, a resi-

dent of said Town with respect repre-
s;ntN, That having heard that your Hon.
Hody was about to appoint a new Con-
stable for the Town of lafayette and be-
ing desirous to get said applointruent: he
-ve.rs that he wouid accept the Consta-
bleship of said Town at even a lower sal-ary than has been heretofore given, should

your Body think fit to make any reduc-tion therein and that if appointed to said
oflice, he will endeavor to perform its-
luties, with as much credit to himself
and to said Town as did the out-going
Constable.

Wherefcre he respecfully prays that
youll Body appoint him to said offiee after
ugreeing with him on the salary: And asin duty bound.

JEAN BREAUX.
On motion, the Council proceeded to

elect, by hballot,. a Constable to fill said
vacancy and for the unexpired term, and
the result was as follows:

Louis Oueilh -ti votes.
The Finance Committee were instruct-

ed to receive the books and examine the
accounts of the outgoing Constable.

Messrs. C. 11. Bradley and J. C. Buch-
anan from the Abbeville railroad com-
mittee here appeared before the Council
and stated that they hadl beec authorized
to ascertain what aid the ('Cani could
extend toward the building of the rail
road to Abbcville.

In view of the fact that no definite ac-
tion could be taken in the matter at a
special meeting. Judge Moss offered the
following, which was adopted:

Whereas, the City Council of Lafayette
view with much favor the building of a
railroad from this point to Abbeville,
which would develop a fine section of
country and prove a great advantage and
benefit to our town and parish;

Readlved, that this Council will assist
and encourage the enterprise financially
and otherwise.

And the Council thereupon adjourned.
