Every now and then there is an an-nouncement in the newspapers of the saleof a few shares of the Chemical Bankstock. In the last three yearsathere havebeen about half a dozen of these salesand they have been of estpecial interest
`,' very rich men always oii the alert to,'invest their sarplus wealth. To the poor
man, even if he glances at the announce-
ments of the sales, and the prices realized
for the stock of the bank, they are of no
particular intermit, except to ino:ulate his
fancy with the possibility that at some
time in the dim future he too m'y be able
to be numbered among the owners of
Chemical stock.

Three years ago the shares of the bank
sold in the neighborhood of $3000 a share.
A few days ago ten shares were sold at auc-
tion on the Real Estate Eachange for $4560
a share. Starting first with the state-
ment that the shares have a par value of
$110 each, just as most other banking
and railroad securities have, why is that
people pay $4560 for a piece of litho-
graphed paper which says on its face that
it is worth only $100? In the words of
a man with sonic cash himself, after read-
ing of the sale of een shares at $4560 a
share, "Is this not altogether a fancy
price, or, perhaps, a fashionable price for
the stock? If so, why will people pay
so much for it? Is it because they think
it is smart to own a little, and they like
to tell their friends that they do? If not
a fancy price, tell me why it is worth so
such; is it because of the big surplus, or
bhcause of the dividends, or what?"

This is a pretty good line of questions,
and yet it is a marvelously interesting
fact that every one of them conveys by
inference the coyrect explanation of the
causes for the high price for the shares.

It is true that if there is any fashion in
financial circles it is considered the cor-
rpct thing to own a few shares of
Chemical stock. Well-known and
veracious authorities are responsible for
this statement, as they also are for the
additional one that "many men like to

- -`r: h ten shares or so of Chemical in
their strong box." The shares are
lithographed on no better paper than
that used for the shares of other banks.
The Chemical building on Broadway is a
modest structure. 01 the thousands who
pass it every day, comparatively few
know that it is there. Save for the
occasional announcements of a sale of a
few shares of the stock little is heard of
the. bank. The officers of the bank seem
also to carry the modesty or, to speak
more properly in a financial sense, tie
conservatism of the institution into their
daily lives. On a snap-guess not ten per
cent di the members of the New York
Stock Exchange could tell the name of
the President, and p*ssibly not half of
that number could tell that the adariis-
tration of the bank's affairs is conducted
by but five directors. Yet when financiers
know that a few shares of the bank's
stock are advertised for sale they flock
to the scene and bid with alacrity and
vigor.

t should be explained that these sales
onay occur when the affairs of the afore-
ciU man who wanted to die with a few
shares of the stock in his strong box
are in the process of settlement
by the executors of the will or
the heirs themselves. There are only
3000 of the shares, which, at a par value
of $100 a share, make the capital stock
of the bank $300,000. The shares are
held by old New York fami.ies. Yet
with its small capital stock, the last re-
port of the bank's officials to the proper
authorities shows that in round numbers
it hasa 1,:!.24,700 in its possession. This
vast amount is made up of the surplus or
andivioed profits, amounting to $6,056,-
000, the capital stock of $200,000, and
the deposits of patrons amounting to
$24,768,700. As the bank is requiret
bythe National Banking act to keep in
its vaults 'twenty-five per cent. of its
deposits, the total available funds of the
bank arc $24,932,525. This vast amount
in parcels is lent to bankers,, brokers,
merchants, and manufacturers on sound
collateral. It is turned over and over
mazy times a year and at ai sorts of
rates of intcrest. This is done so suc-
cessaully that the bank now pays out in
dividends $450,000 a year in twenty-five
pci cent. payments every two months, or
a total of 150 per cent. a year. This,
of lcourse, is on the par vAlue of the
stock, and thus it is clearly demonstrated
that on the ten, shares which were sold
the other :lay at $4560 a share, and
which cost the purchaser $45,650, and
which represent a par valtle of $1000,
the annual income is $1500. The prcb*
leni as to the net income oi the acturl
value of the stok at $41560 a share is
then easily demonatrated to be about 3.29
per cent. a year.-.Hcw York Sun.
