Vision made for saving this valuable
fertilizer, which is nearly equal in value
to the solid portion. It is usuaily allowed
to ruts down through cracks in the floor,
or auger holes made for the purpose,
and soak into the ground below. If a
man should have fifty cents stolen from
every dollar that he receives, he would
think himself severely victimized. Think
of a man boring auger holes in the
bottom of his cash box! And yet he
virtually, does the same thing in his
cattle stalls. Water-tight gutters be-
hind the cattle, or a liberal use of ab-
sorbents that are free from weed seed,
will make a vast difference in the fertil-
ity of the fields, which means increased
crops, without adding materially to their
cost`-American Agriculturist.

nOw TO KILL POULTRY.

As has been many times told, the fowl
to be killed must be fasted for from
twelve to twenty-four hours to insure
an empty crop. There are various modes
of killing, all of which are effectual in
practised hands. One is to sever the
spine, which causes death quickly, by
giving the bird a very sharp blow with
a small but heavy stick behind the neck
about the second joint from the head.
A second mode is to clasp the bird's
head in the hand and swing the body
round by it. This process, like the first,
kills by parting the spine. The simpler
method of chopping off the head is
familiar to all. A plan largely practised
by progressive poultrymen, and perhaps
the most merciful of all, is hanging
the bird up by the legs and thrusting a
long, narrow and sharp-pointed knife,
like a long penknife, which is made for
the purpose, through -the back part of
the roof of the month up into the brain.
--NOW York World.

ECONOMY OF PASTURAGE.
There is no doubt that much grass is

wasted in pasturing; it is impossible to
eat the grass evenly, because so much
depends upon the weather; when there
is p enty of rain the caws can eat it and
much of it may run to seed, then a
drouth may come and there won't be
tear enough feed, the consequence being
we must provide enough 'pasturage to
allow for waste and drouth. But, as a
rule, farmers have plenty of land, in fact.
many are "land poor"=.-they have' more
than they can cultivate well. On the
other hand, the advocates of soiling
claimi that a great saving is effected by
their system of feeding. So there is, of
land, but how about the labor? It is the
labor that cost, not only. the labor of
cutting and carrying the heavy green
crops, but the labor of ,preparing the
land and planting the crops at the right
time to have a succession. Where hand is
in a condati-...- t- grow a more pro'table
crop than pastur:, and labor is not too
expensive, soiling may be praeticed, but
hardly otherwaou with prtit.--Couri'r-
Jounial,

Thus
fodder corn Las an excess of respiratory
matter; clover of flesh-forming; by mix-
ing the two both are fed more profitably.
In grasses there elements are pretty well
balanced; so they are in wheat and rye,
bran and various other foods. So far as
milk is concerned, an excess of albu.
minoids occasions less loss than an excess
of starch sugar and fat. and a deficiency
of albuminoids will also occasion the
greater loss. The quantity of milk varies
pretty nearly with the supply of flesh-
producing food when other circumstances
are equal.-Rational Dairyman.

FEEDING POR PAT.

To fatten an old animal is difilclt for
several reasons. Toe systen, weakened
by age, calls for a less vigorous appetite.
and sufficient food for new growth is not
eaten; digestion is weak and assimilation
is imperfect, and thus the cost of the
food is out of proportion to the increase
in weight. It is always more profitable
to turn off Inaiure animals while they are
still vigorous. At ten years the limit of
profitableness in a cow is fully reached,
if not passed, and it is time then to get
rid of her, while feeding is not thrown
away. Moreover, as the feeding for fat
is a long process when the animal is
thin, it is better to begin the fattening
some months in advance. If it isa cow,
the feeding should be began while she is
milking and kept up during the season,
then while the weather is still warm she
should be dried off and put on the final
feeding. This should be gradually in-
creased so lone as the appetite is main-
tained, and a frequent change of food
should be given. When any beeves are
to be fattened in 'the fall a supply of
turnips or beets should be grown for this
purpose; the roots, being wholly diges-
tible, help very much to digest coarse
fodder and grain food. The grain should
be finely ground and given dry, with
good hay and a sufficiency of tho roots.
Iii this way old animals may be made
profitable when otherwise they would be
fed at a loss.

The more watery the food is the softer
and tenderer the flesh will be, but the
meat will not be so valuable for use.
Some persons think that cut food, wetted
and mixed with the meal, makes the best
meat. It will no doubt make the most
weight, and when animals are to be sold
on foot it is the most profitable way of
feeding. But when an animal is fed for
home use dry food will be found to make
the most economical meat, as the shrink-
age will be less. A cow or steer of 1000
pounds weight will consume daily during
the fattening twenty pounds of hay,
thirty pounds of roots, and ten pouids of
cornmeal. This ration may be decreased
as regards the bay and roots and the
meal increased as the appetite remains
vigorous. Just so much as will be eaten
clean may be safely given. It the hay is
cut, one-fourth less will be sufllicient,
but the rule should be to give all the
grain food that will be eaten and fill up
with hay and roots and as little water as
may be needed, which will not be much
if half a bushel of roots per day can be
eaten.-Newo York Times.
