Such

instances sometimes occur, but not

with great frequency. The quickest

way in the world in which a young

man can get rid of a fortune is to em-

bark in a business of which he knows

nothing and attempt to run it on a

large scale, says Shoe and Leather
Facts.

The education of most of the pro-

minent business• men began in small
country stores with which they re-

mained until their growing ambition
brought them into a field where they

had larger and more splendid oppor-
tunities. We know there are thou-

sands of young men who are dishear-
tened and discouraged at the humble

position in life which they are filling

at the present time; but we sincerely

believe trlere never was a better time

for young men to rise in the world

than exists now. There is always a

demand of right stamp. It takes
pluck, preservance and persistence

sometimes .to gain the ends desired,
but few really fail in finding recogni-

tion in the business world who are-
testly worthy of it. "

As water will always find its level

when left its own control, so will
a young man finil, his level in
the business world. lie cannot hope
to reach a high position except on his
own merits, and if he has no amnii-

tion to attain anythin,, beyond me-

diocrity, the world, as a rule, will es-
timate him at the value txhicl he
places upon himself.

The opinion is credlited to one of

the Rothchilds that within five years
the prosperity of the United States
will surpass that of any other country
in t he worl.
