In Peru, South America, raiu is unknown. 
The c< ast of Peru is within tlie regiou of per­
petual south-cast trade-winds. Though the 
Peruvian shores are on the verge of the South 
Sea boiler, yet it never rains there. The rea­
son is plain. The south-east tradewinds in the 
Atlantic Ocean first strike the water on the 
coast of Africa. Traveling to the northwest, 
they blow obliquely across the ocean until they 
rcaeh the ccast of Brazil. By this time they 
are heavily laden with vapor, which they con­
tinue to bear along across the continent, de­
positing it as they go, aud supplying with it the 
sources of the Rio de la Plata and the southern 
tributaries of the Amazon. Finally they reach 
the snow-capped Andes, and here is wrung from 

wonderful bombardment, so far, is a mere waste 
of metal, powder, and ordnance. For instance, 
the flagstaff battery, a very formidable one, was 
reported as destroyed, when next day, to the 
surprise of the allies, it opened fire again. The 
Redan tower, whose embrasures were " knocked 
to pieces" and its guns silenced by the lire of 
Chapman's battery in the morning, at five 
o'clock the same evening was grinning with 
cannon again, and sending its round shot into 
the British battery.

The whole of the parapets of the Redan 
and Round Tower are jagged and jutted with holes 
several feet deep, where the shot have sunk, the 
sharp angles of tlie embrasure» are knocked away, 
and the ahbatlis in front is considerably damaged 
here and there, but the real strength of the place is 
unimpaired ; and, as long as the Russians can find 
new guns, fresh supplies of ammunition, and men to 
light the batteries, we are not one inch nearer to the 
toicn than tee were in last October.

When a huntsman requires a horse, he goes 
to some well-known stable, and selects one of 
ihoi-e beasts, all muscle, sinew, and bone, with 
which we arc familiar, in sporting prints ; not 
a large black horse, with very arched outline, 
(lowing hair and majestic tread—such as we 
• ce in the funeral-hearse 011 grand occasions. 
It is true that if a portly gentleman were 
mounted 011 the great black horse, he would 
iook more majestic, standing as sentinel-com­
mandant 011 the lawn of his own cstato ; but 
when a man is clothed to ride as a jockey in a 
race, where lie requires every faculty of the eye, 
head, and hand, he places upon his head a closo 
cap which will not catch the wind, having in 
iront a close shade to keep the sun out of his 
eyes, he does not balance out of one corner of 
his forehcud a leathern coffeepot with several 
ornaments of brass and worsted. If he were to 
think of doing so, his "owner," knowing that 
much of his attention, und perhaps his hand, 
would be occupied in maintaining the balance 
of <hat head-dress, would protest against such 
a certain means of losing the race. When a 
surgeon puts away his scalpel, he lays it In a 
case which prevents the edge from being 
touched, or which approaches it only with a 
soft shield ; he does not put it into an iron tnbe 
dangling from a rough rider's left thigh, where 
its edge may be flattened, in order that the 
rattling may astonish the bystanders. The 
" Light Cavalry " soldior, however, reverses all 
these rules. A huntsman, a jockey, and some­
thing more than a surgeon, in one ho mounts a 
stately horse, puts the gewgaw leathern coffee­
pot upon the corner of Ids forehead, and places 
Iiis sword in an iron tube, where its rattling 
may astonish the bystanders. To complete the 
efficiency, I10 clothes his limbs in garments that 
bind them like those of the Itnlian baby, and 
loads his horse with a weight of ornament and 
provident stores, us if resolved to render im­
possible that lie should obtain an advantage 
over the enemy in the race.

here than tlicy ever did among the mud and 
sleet of Indiana.
