ViurlXio of Cotton. 

The different kinds of cotton which are im 
ported and used iri Great Britain havef been 
examined under the .microscope by Dr. Uré 
aud by Mr. E. Wilsoi), To their-observations 
we are indebted for' the following measure­
ments : In examining a sample of cotton, it is 
usual to take a portion of it between the fore­
finger and thumb, and layiug the portions as 
they are successfully drawn out back again ort 
and parallel to the filments from which they 
have been drawn out, and repeating this pro­
cess several times, small tufts are formed, in 
which the respective lengths of staple may be 
observed. 

The fibres of cotton when drawn Out from 
the mass in which they appear entangled, dis­
play so many irregular twists as to give them 
a jointed appearance, and, as Mr. E. Wilson 
observes, " in this state they resemble a Btring 
of oval beads, pointed at each extremity, and 
conuccteitby their points." 

The entire fibre appears to taper finely to 
both ends, that which is adherent to the seed 
being somewhat the thickest. Under the mi­
croscope the fibre is observed to be continuous, 
moderately twisted, flat, ribbon-like, clear and 
transparent in the middle and opaque towards 
each margin. The finer and more uniform the 
fibre, and more inclined to twist, the better it 
is suited Tor spinning into fine yarn. But if 
the fibres are short, broad and formed or flimsy 
ribbons, they are less suited for machine spin­
ning, though they may yet, as before mentioned, 
be twisted into thread by the delicate fingers of 
the Hindoo. 

The value of cotton depends on the length, 
strength and fitness, as well as on the softness 
and equality of the fibre. But these essential 
qualities are modified by color and cleanliness 
that is. freedom from knots and impurities, so 
that there may be less waste in spinning. 
Formerly, color had great influence, but. now 
the great distinction is into long stapled and 
short stapled. The différent kinds of cotton 
differ -from each other got only in the above 
properties, but also in considerable differences 
in quality between different samples of the 
same kind of cotton. The finest quality of Sea 
Island is sometimes worth tlirca times as much 
as the common quality of the same class. The 
variation of quality in most of the other de­
nominations is from 20 to 25 per cent, and in 
none of them is more than 50 per cent." These 
are sometimes divided into three or four quali­
ties, as ordinary, middling, fair and fine. At 
other times these are still further sub-divided, 
as into Inferior, ordinary, middling, good-
middling, middling-fair, fair, good-fair, fine, or 

ood and fine. " Except the better qualities of 
Sea Islands there is no sort of cotton which is 
now confined in its use to any peculiar or ex­
clusive purpose. By mixing different sorts to­
gether, and by cave fill management ill preparing 
the mixture for spinning, the manufacturers 
can now make a substitute for almost any par­
ticular kind or cotton, except the very best. It 
is only requisite to add, that the long stapled 
cottons are generally used for the twist or 
warp, and the short stapled for the weft." 

Sea Island, or long stapled cotton, the most 
highly esteemed or the cottons, is remarkable 
lor the length and firmness of its fibre, as for 
its silky softness. Among white cotton, it is 
distinguished by a slight yellowish tinge of 
color. This kind sells in England from eighteen 
îeuce to two shillings, and has sold as high as 
ive and seven shillings a pound. The quanti­
ty is limited, from the peculiarity of physical 
circumstances required for its production. The 
fibres arc equable, about iy3 inches in length, 
and, examined under the microscope, about one 
two thousandth part of an inch in diameter, 
formed of flattened cylinders, transparent in 
the middle, opaque towards the margin, and 
more or less twisted. Dr. Ure has observed 
some kinds crimped transversely with irregular 
banduges, and some with flimsy ribbons and 
warts, which adhere to the sides of the fila­
ments, called neys by spinners. Mr. Wilson 
describes the Sea Island as thick and narrow, 
but looking the finest of all as seen with the 
naked eye. This kind is employed for spinning 
the finest yarns. 

Upland, or short staple cotton, under which 
names are now usually included the produce 
or the interior of Georgia and Carolina, as well 
as Alabama, Mississippi, Louisiana and Ten­
nessee. It used to be, and is sometimes still, 
called Bowed, from the cotton of Georgia 
having becii|formerly cleaned with the Indian 
cotton bow. Though shorter in the staple, and 
unequal, this is white in color, much esteemed 
and forms the bulk of the commerce. The 
staple is one inch to one and a quarter inches 
in length. The best kinds are fit for spinning 
as high as No. 50, some higher ; the shorter 
kinds are worked up into No. 30, and other 
coarser yarns ; but mixed with good Egyptian 
or with Pernauibuco cotton, even these can be 
spun into higher numbers. Under the micro­
scope the fibres appear less twisted than 
others, of the width of about one-foiirteen hun­
dredth or an inch ; thin and broad. 

The best Egyptian cotton ranks next to 
Sea Island in quality and length or staple, 
though it is not usually so well cleaned. It 
was only about the year 1821 that the Pasha 
began the cultivation, by importing seed from 
America aud the Mediterranean and from 
Brazil. These different kinds may therefore 
be met with in cultivation there, though the 
Sea Island yields the best kind or cotton, 
Maho, which is used here like that kind, for 
the finest yarns. It has a staple of IV to 1M

In New Haven the con­
test was the most exciting ever held for town 
officers, over 3n00 votes having been cast. 
The American Union majority was 4ÜG. In 
Hartford the majority was over 200. Both 
Hartford and Bridgeport, at the previous elec­
tion, went against the Americans. 

An interesting divorce case was tried recent 
ly before the Supreme Court, sitting at Provi­
dence Rhode Island. A lady was married 
when about 16 years of age, to a man who 
soon after left her. Some years, after, as 
neither she nor his brothers had heard from 
him, they supposed Jiim dead, and she married 
again. About a year afterward her first hus­
band appeared, and the Court now granted her 
a divorce from him, legalising her marriage 
with the second. 

A MAN OUT or SHAPE.—There is a man at­
tending the Northern Dispensary as a patient, 
whose case is very remarkable. He was stand­
ing stooping forward, when a bag of grain, 
from the fifth story, fell upon him, hence his 
present crippled condition. Jlis breast bone is 
strangely pressed forward ; his heart is felt 
beating several inches below its proper place ; 
his ribs are very much displaced, yet no bone 
is broken. He is about sixty years old, and 
is a great curiosity to the medical men of the 
city. 

The Memphis Navy Yard, which has been 
abolished by act of Congress, cost tlie United 
States during its brief career, from the year 
1844 to 1846, the good round sum of $1,092,-
616 in appropriations from the national treas­
ury, and to meet this the sale df the place only 
produced $4f>,Q55,_ thus leaving a balance of 
$1,047,560, for which we have nothing to show. 
Besides this, the yard cost during its existence, 
$27,^00 for salaries of commandant, purser, 
and superintendent. 

It is said that a writing-master of NewYork 
has recently written, on one sheet of paper, the 
whole of the Old Testament (excepting the 
Chronicles, which are but repetitions of Sam­
uel and Kings) into one fancy-piece, which is 
framed as a picture, covered with a large plate-
glass. It is apparency a fine drawing of the 
front of a temple, but the lines, instead of be­
ing single marks, are lines of writing, so fine 
as to need an eye-glass to read them, yet formed 
with the most exquisite skill. The piece con­
tains 27,51)4 lines, and looks like an engraving. 
It cost the writer the labor of thirty-one 
months. 

The Indians regard a thin husk on corn as 
an indication of a mild winter. This being 
true, the one just approaching, will he of the 
gentle kind, as the husks ure said to be verv 
thin. 

_ The cost of various articles used in war has 
risen greatly since the European war broke 
out. It is stated that saltpetre has risen from 
to 14 cents per pound, gunpowder from 10 to 
20 cents. Galena led is one cent per pound 
higher, and naval stores generally are about 25 
per cent higher. 

Prepayment or Postage to bo Mnrtc !>,-
Stamps Oonly. 

It will be recollected that by the act of 
March 8,1855, requiring the postage on- all 
letters not free sent by mail within the United 
States, aud from or to foreign country, to be 
prepaid, it was also enacted that from and after 
January 1, 1856, " the Postmaster General 
may require postmasters to place postage 
stamps, on all prepaid letters upon which such 
stamps may not have been placed by the wri­
ter. ' In view of this fact the Union says : 

\Ye learn that the Postmaster General has 
decided to require postmasters to comply with, 
and carry into effect this provision of the law ; 
and, if not already done, to supply themselves 
with postage stamps accordingly by Rending 
their order for them to the Third Assistant 
Postmaster General. Of course it is not in­
tended nor expected that this regulation shall 
throw upon postmasters the labor of affixing 
postage stamps to letters where the writers 
might, without inconvenience, have done it for 
themselves. The main thing is for postmas-
ters to keep themselves supplied with stamps, 
that all persons having occasion to use may 
readily obtain them.
