Of Burt's Regiment, eight were killed and 

thirty wounded. Killed—Capt. MeWillie, 

Lieut. Leary, oTOov. Brown's company; Lieut. 
Ford, of the Clinton company; Eddy aud An­
derson, of the Jackson company. 

Col. Feathersou reports two killed and eight 
wounded. 

Among the killed is P. Hill. Among the 

wounded is John Finneson, severely; Moore, 

Dsn sen, I'eden, Jury Price and Muj. Tyler, 
slightly. 

In Colonel Faulkner's, the Second Missis­

sippi regiment, there were 25 killed and 75 
wounded. 

Among the killed are Lieut. Palmer and 

two other first 1 euteuants. Col. Boone .was 
made a prisoner. 

This tegimeut was iu tho hottest of the 

fight, and two companies of the Eleventh 

Mississippi were in the fight. One was the 

University Grays, of which Lieut. Hislau, 

Sergeant Wright and private Meed, with two 

others were killed, and many wounded. 

Col. Slidell lost out of his two companies 

several killed and twenty-one wounded. 

Col. Moore, of this regiment was, on the 

28th, wounded in the foot by an accidental 
discharge ofa pistol in the hands of Tucker, 

of the University Grays, and died. 

Of Barksdale's regiment none were killed 

and Unt ten were,, wouuded. Among the lat­

ter was Harry Nash, of Atlanta, slightly in 
the arm. 

Of the minute men, two were slightly woun­

ded. 

In Kemper's legion one of the Spartan band 

was slightly wounded, and one iu Loudule'g 
Zouaves. 

We regret not being able to give further 
particulars.

As the news from America flows in, the lan­
guage of the Northerners and of tneir journals 
tern's more and more to disgust and outrage 
all who hold the sacred faith of human freedom, 
and to make them weep in poignant mortifica­
tion and deep despair. Well may we despair 
of popular liberty in presence of the sight the 
world sees to-day. A republican people, whose 
liberties weie won by a rebellion, whose inde­
pendence was achieved by a secession, parrot 
tu glibly as any minions of the old world tyranny 
"the rebels" and the "rebellion" as phrases of 
odium and iieproach I Those who profess to 
hold sacred the popular will, to reverence the 
desire for self-government, proceeding to drown 
the popular will in blood, and to answer lor 
self-government by butchery and slaughter I 

If what is now passing in America took 
place in any of the old world empires, it would 
be at least intelligible. If the citizens of near­
ly half of an empire live times as large as all 
Europe, with an unanimity never surpassed, 
and rarely equaled, declared, by free poll, in 
open day, by universal suffrage, that their 
interests and their feelings demanded the sub­
stitution of the Imperial Government, by one 
of their own choice; and the Imperial Govern­
ment marched its armies to crush the d tnand 
iu the blood of the "rebels," it would be -oth-
ing new among the despotic systems. But iu 
a great eon federation of Republican States, in 
a system based ou the will of the people— based 
on the right of rebellion—that all this should 
happen that we now sec—that-no tyranny or 
despotism of old Europe ever drew the sword 
more savagely to put down "rebellion" and 
trample upon the voice of the people, than this 
same Central Government of a Republican 
Confederation—it is enough to wring ihe heart 
of any man who believed in the greater human­
ity aud toleration of popular governments. 
Well may the advocates of despotic monarchy 
laugh in bitter mockery at those who believe 
that a people ruling themselves would never 
spill blood iu popular subjugation, aud thut 
such murders were doue by kings and despots 
of Old Europe. 

It is a hideous sarcasm of Republicanism to 
hear the journals of the Neri hern States yel­
ling for the blood of the "rebels" for their ut­
ter subjugation and destruction I "We mean 
lo conquer them," says the New York Tri­
bune, "not merely to defeat, but to CON­
QUER, to SUBJUGATK them." Hut when 
the rebellious traitors are overwhelmed iu the 
field, and scatter like lea es before the angry 
wind, it must not be to return to peaceful and 
contented homes. Tin y must find poverty at' 
thtir firesides and see privation in llie anxious ' 
eyes of mothers and the rags of children.''

The late Josliua Reynolds ofthe 
Washington Rattalliou. 

In the midst of the rejoicings on the occa­
sion of onr recent great victory in Virginia, 
we are called upon to mournjthe loss of many 
dear ones fallen martyrs to our country's sacred 
cause. Among these, none has been more con­
spicuous for manly bearing, devoted patriotism, 
aud generous chilvarous courage, than lie whose 
name stands at the head of this, who lias fallen 
upon the field of honor, and thus set a seal, as 
it were, on a life of merit and virtue. 

It has been happily said: "The eveitt of our 
designs, as it relates to others, is uncertain; 
but as it relates to ourselves it must be pros­
perous, while we are in the pursuit of our duty, 
and within the terms upon which Providence 
has insured oar happiness, whether we die or 
l.ve. All that nature has prescribed must be 
good; and-as death is natural to us, it is, ab­
surdity to fear it. Fear loses ifpurpose when 
we are sure it cannot preserve us, and we should 
draw resolution to meet it from the impossi­
bility to escape it, and without a resignation 
to the necessity of dying, there can be no ca­
pacity in man to utteinpt any thing that is 
glorious." 
To a man like Joshua Reynolds such reflection 

are the necessary consequence of his actions; 
and dying, as he did, in the performance of a 
high aud noble duty to his country, who can 
doubt, that his cud has been as glorious, as 
his life has been pure and unselfish. 

Descended from the old stock of the sons 
of the ancient Commonwealth of Connetfcut. 
Joshua Reynolds had learned from the lips of 
his parents those principles of liberty which 
were the birth-right ofa race, now unhappily

Republican principle, that the subjects of a 
State themselves, and no one else, are to be 
judges whether they have provocation, justi­
fication or right ? 

Vet, let us consider that .the case of the 
Sonlh, as regards its rights to sccede, is fal­
si ronger thnn was that ofthe American Col­
onies to rebel. Under the old ntonurcliial s\-s-
tenis no such right was ever tolerated—no 
such principle ever heard of—us "the voice 
of the population" determined the justice, 
legitimacy or duration ofa Government. The 
American Colonies originated under thut mon­
archical lystern. They had never claimed or 
possessed the attributes of "Iudependunt .Sover­
eign States;" nor had their connection wifh the 
English crown originated iu a compact having 
for its object mut ul benefit a d defence. What 
on the other hand, is tho position ofthe South­
ern Slates in the present case ? They are not 
mere colonies, counties, or districts ofanv 
Stale, Kingdom or Umpire. They urea num­
ber of "Sovereign Independent States;" so 
styled iu law and so proved in fact. Their po­
litical system—the political system ofthe 
whole United State of America—is based on 
the fondamental principle of the right of re­
bellion determinable by the voice ofthe people. 
These several independent sovereign States, of 
their own free choosing, and lor the purpose 
of their own aud the common welfare, interest, 
and protection, federates with certain others 
to this eud. A number of these States declare 
that faith has not been kept with them in the 
compact of confederation; and that the cause 
and purpose of their Federal association with 
certain ofhers no longer urge its continuance, 
but on the contrary demund its termination 
whether they possess the right so to terminate 
the connection, is neither asserted nor denied 
by the deed of Union., This silence is claimed 
by each side in the quarrel as favorable to its 
own case.—Upon which side the construction 
may be said to weigh, is no doubt a nice and 
intricate question for political doctrinaries and 
hair-splitting controversialists.—But what we 
have to say is this : that is something more 
than mournful, it i9 monstrous, it is au out­
rage and a disgrace to humanity, that, ou a 
point which may be ruled either way, the 
shocking spectacle must be seen of torrents of 
blood being made to flow in the conquest— 
the subjugation—of those independent Stales, 
who merely ask fur self-government mid free­
dom to decide their own destinies ! We say 
it would be deplorable even if those Southcru 
State.« were mere colonies or outlying districts 
of a despotic empire. We say that, in the 
f'ace.ofsnch unanimous determination for seces­
sion—right or wrong; according to construction
