for their candidate next November," 

One of the most signal illustrations of the I 
flagitious unanimity of Republican leaders j 
in "this plan of aggravating the. wretched j 
condition of the South as a measure of heart 
less party expediency, may In- seen in the 
course of Senator Morton, of Indiana. This 
senate" as the telegraph informs us, now j 
urges the passage of a bill "abrogating ex-' 
istin" State governments in the rebel States, 
and providing proper governments in lieu 
thereof." It is not difficult, by collating 
his remarks in support of this proposition 
with various features oi the political situa­
tion, to perceive the important be§rirtg 
which "the measure has upon the vote of 
tiie ten unreconstructed States in the next 
presidential election. Its immediate obj et 
is to circumvent, and as far as prudent to 
supersede« the very military authority which 
wes establish d by congress tosxeeute the 
radical p't 'in of reconstruction.« The radical 
leaders fear that, under such district com­
manders <is Hancock, Meade and McDow ell, 
acknowledging oiwdience to such a com-
mander-m-chief as President Johnson,' the 

"work of establishing negro supremacy in 
the States of the several districts may be 
schretarded or baftted as to deprbe the Re­
publican party of the votes pf these htates 
<for°its'"1  presidential ticket^In this view 
they fjjod the engine \V.i«h they had in­
vented'as a means of removing obstructions, 
itself proving an obstruction to the para-
niounttäesign of the reconstruction scheme 
—namkl» negro supremacy iu the South as 
the bas$s of radical supremacy in the entire 
Union." This is what the senator means 
when he sa} «, that "to-day the military au­
thority which they had set up Was obsU -i.>t-
ing thji proper,operation of the law in some 
of tin s^iStates^nnd upholding the existing 
illegal > and un^pthoriz.d governments;" 
and that "there waft danger that the work 
of reconstruction *\vouId fall by the very 
military power whiéfo they had raised up to ! 
forward it." % 

It is no doubt desire^, as one of the con­
tingent functions of thee State governmen t 
provided in Senator Morton's bill, that in 
dise the pending reconstruction process 
should generally or partially fuü to meet 
the presidential emergency, ,!hcy shall con­
trive to have the v te of every State in­
volved in such failure cast for the Rapubli-
i>an candidates.
