roums on the other of the passage, the latter to
be used for coutining persons churged with
minor offeuees. We further recommend that
all of the compartiments contain iron e
placed three feet from the walls in every «
Teetion

It is impossible, owing to onr restricted time,
and the hmited weans of information st our
command, to furnish an accmate estimate ot
the cost of the buildmg.—We helieve that it
il involve an expenditure of ahont 20,000

recammend that a special tax for that
aut be imposed, that it be colleeted in eash,
aud as speedily as possible,

In conelusion we will remark, that impor-
taut modern improvements ave been Sadv in
the construetion of pnblic pricons. all having
reference to the health, comfort and safe Keep-
ing of the prisoners, and that it may-be wl-
visable to consult with persons thoroughly
vonversant with the subject.
