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During the nionth of May not much 
can be done in the garden besides kill­
ing weedB and grass, and keeping the 
surface of the soil well hoed and mellow. 
After hoeing, scatter old manure on the 
surface around plants and between drills. 

Late peas should be stuck, late beans 
poled, and tomato vines tied up to stakes, 
or frames, fitted up to keep the long 

branches from the ground. 
Materials are sometimes scarce fur 

holding up tomato vines. A stake may 
be driven by each vine and the vine tied 
to it. Or a stake may be driven on each 
side of the row at the end, and eight feet 
from this two others, and so on to the 
end of the row. These should be two 
feet apart, and fourteen inches from the 
toD of each to the ground. Lay oil strips . . .

each pair of these stakes, and then lay 
nine feet pieux on each side of the to­
matoes, the whole length of the row, and 
Jet the vine hang over them. Rough 
brush thrown around tomatoes does very 
well to keep the vines aud fruit from 

touching the ground. 
Throw pleflty of old manure close a-

round cucumber and melon vines, and 
spade it in a foot deep and two feet all 
round. Scatter pigeon or chicken ma­
nure on the surface around vines. Keep 
the dirt stirred around cabages, and worm 
them often. It is recommended to take a 
large lower leaf from a cabbage that the 
worms are working on, and at sunset lay 
it on the top of the cabbage and in the 
morning the worms will be found under 

this leaf and may be destroyed. 
Beans, English peas, beets, radishes, 

squashes, sweet corn, lettuce, roquette, 
cucumbtrs, melons of all kinds, toma­
toes, peppers, lady peas aud cress may 
still be planted successfully ou good rich 

soil. 
Gardeners should now be busy and 

put in any kinds of seeds that will make 
vegetables for table use. A whole week's 
hard grumbling over the misfortunes ot 
the past will not make a single mess of 
beans, not a melon or a cucumber ; while 
the same time employed judiciously in 
the garden may supply half of the food 
needed for a good large family for months 
Nothing pays worse than grumbling 
and nothing helps a table like the gar 
dener's hoe.—Planters' Banner. 

RscirE FOR SALAD DRESSING.—After 
every possible precaution has been taken 
by careful picking and thorough wash­
ing, to have the leaves free from saud or 
soot, prepare a dressing by adding to a 
pint of water and vinegar, a tablespoon 
ful of sour crcam, a tablespoonful of su 
gar, a pinch of salt, and a well beaten 
egg. Then when this mixture is boil­
ing, pour it over the lettuce leaves, they 
having been well drained, and cover in 
a close fitting tureen, for two or three 
minutes. If the lettuce is not very ten 
der the dressing may be poured off, and 
again boiled and applied. This quanti 
ty is for six persons.—American Agri­
culturist. 

LEADEN TOBACCO BOXES.—Dr. May 
«r, of Berlin, states that he has traced 
Bix cases of lead colic and paralysis to 
the use of of tobacco held in leaden box­
es. M. Chevallier has found, also, that 
tobacco wrapped in lead foil —improper­
ly called tinfoil,—becomes impregnated 
in course of time with acetate of lead.

All cancellation must be distinct and 
legible, and except in the case of proprie­
tary stamps from private dies, no method of 
cancellation which differs from that above 
described can be recognized as legal and 
sufficient. 

Stamping of Instruments by Collectors 

Any person having an instrument about 
to be issued, may present it to the collector, 
who, under the authority conferred upon 
him by section 162, will so stamp it as to 
place the sufficiency of that particular in­
strument beyond ali questions so far as 
stamp duties are concerned. The provis­
ions of the section can in no case be applied 

j to an instrument after it has been issued or 
j used. '1 he collector should decline to stamp 
I or impress an instrument, under this sec-
j tion, 11 itil the stamp duty with which he 
thinks it chargeable has been paid. In cases 
of reasonable doubt he is recommended to 

! obtain the opinion of this office before ailix-
I ing his stamp, unless immediate action is 
essential to the interests of the parties con­
cerned. 

Penalties. 
A penalty of fifty dollars is imposed upon 

i every person who makes, signs, or issues, 
j or who causes to be made, signed, or is-
I sued, any paper of any kind or description 

whatever, or who accepts, negotiates, or 
! pays, or causes to be accepted, negotiated, 
or paid, any bill of exchange, draft, or or­
der, or promissory note, for the payment of 
money, without the same being duly stamp­
ed, or having thereupon an adhesive stamp 
for denoting the tax chargeable thereon, 
canceled in the manner required by law, 
with intent to evade the provisions of the 
revenue act. 

A penalty of two hundred dollars is im­
posed upon every pers'oi who pays, nego­
tiates, or offers in payment, or receives or 
takes in payment, any bill of exchange or 
order for the payment of any sum of money, 
drawn or purporting to be drawn in a for­
eign country, but payable in the United 
States, until the proper stamp has been 
affixed thereto. 

A penalty of fifty dollars fine is imposed 
upon every person who fraudently makes 
use of an adhesive stamp to denote the duty 
required by the revenue act, without effect­
ually canceling and obliterating the same 
in the manner required py law. 

General Remarks. 

Revenue stam is may be used indiscrim­
inately upon any of the matters or things 
enumerated in schedule B, except proprie­
tary and playing card stamps, for which a 
special use has been provided. 

Postage stamps tati not be used in pay­
ment of the duty chargeable 011 instru­
ments. 

The law does not designate which of the 
parties to an instrument shall furnish th 
necessary stamp, nor does the Commission 
er of Internal Revenue assume to determine 
that it shall be supplied by one party rath 
er than by authority; but if an instrument 
subject to stamp duty is issued Without 
having the necessary stamps affixed therett 
it can not be recorded, or admitted, or use 
as evidence in any court, until a legal stamp 
or stamps, denoting the amount of tax, shall 
have been affixed as prescribed by law, 
the person who thus issues it is liable to a 
penalty, if lie omits the stamps with an in 
tent to evade the provisions of the internal 
revenue act.
