the way is the large capital and expense 
of manufacturing. This overcome, 
sugar farms would become as numerous 
as cotton farms. Farmers of ordinary 
means cannot build and equip sugar 
houses. Along all our bayous is plenty 
of wood, including those that run 
through the prairies. Fuel therefore is 
an obstacle only in the large prairies 
If capitalists will build the factories, in 
suitable localities, the farmers will fur­
nish the cane. 

These central sugar factories have 
been tested in some of the lower par­
ishes. It is estimated " that the aver­
age product of an acre of plant-canes 
well cultivated, on fair land, is eighteen 

Sons." "The average price is $5 per 
ton of 2,000 pounds, weighed at the 
factory" "In some cases land and seed-
cane are furnished by the factory, when 
$4 per ton is paid for the canes." Our 
prairie lands would probably not pro­
duce so much; but small farms w< li 
cultivated aud fertilized—as they could 
tie, by rotation of crops aud stable 
manure—would not produce much les* 
than the best bayou lands. Say they 
would produce fifteen, instead of eigh­
teen tons, or even less ; at five dollar." 
per ton for his cane, delivered at the 
factory, without any cost of manufac­
turing, would pay the. farmer better 
than any other product of the soil. 
Those who have farms near sugar plan­
tations with factories already iu opera­
tion could probably make arrangement* 
at once to sell what cane they may pro-
dace. Others, if they will begin to 
plant cane, and increase the acreage 
yearly, will induce those who have the 
capital, to construct sugar factories, for 
their accommodation, aud the mutual 
benefit of all concerned. We under­
stand that Mr. Joseph Eddy, in pursu­
ance of this plan, has already begun to £ 
build a sugar fSctory, a few miles from 
town, towards Plaquemine Point; and 
that Capt. Henry L. Garland coutem 
plates building one nearer town. These 
two will probably, for some time, ac­
commodate all the sugar farmers in 
that neighborhood, and will certainly 
greatly increase the production of cane 
there. We hope others will follow their 
example, and that the farmers will plant 
small fields of cane, as an earnest of 
larger ones, in order to induce them to 
do it.

11« has shown 
a disposition to ft.vor Louisiana in this 
matter, and in a report published some 
time since, suggested that this State 
could, with proper capital, supply en­
tire the whole Union with sugar, 
i'exas, however, has responded to this 
report and suggestion even more hearti­
ly than Louisiana. The immense in-
dux of immigration iuto Texas necessi­
tates diversined crops, aud cotton is 
now no longer the sole product of the 
state. Quite a number of plauters 
nave taken Gen. Le Due's hiut, and 
Kiveu up the cultivation of cotton for 
tiat ot sugar. Sugar cane is not new 
o Texas; it has been cultivated there 
or over forty years, but the entire pro-
luctiou of the State never j;ot higLer 
han 6000 hogsheads and 500,000 ^alloua 
>t molasses. The Texas sugar plan ta­
lons were mostly situated iu Biazona, 

Matagorda aud Fort Beud, counties. 
There seems to be a general revival in 
sugar culture in the Lone Star State 
just now.

LONDON, Dec. 15.—The Daily News 
correspondent at Plevna telegraphs the 
following concerning Osman Pasha's 
reception by the Russians : The Grand 
Duke Nicholas rode up to Osman's car­
riage, and for some seconds the two 
chiefs gazed into each otl er's faces 
without the utterance of a word ; then 
the grand duke stretched out his hand, 
and shook the hand of Osman Pasha 
heartily, and said : 
" I compliment you on your defense 

of Plevna ; it is one of the most splendid 
military feats in history." Osman 
smiled sadly, rose painfully to his feet, 
in spite of his wound, and said some­
thing, which Î could not hear, and then 
reseated himself. The Russian officers 
all cried " Bravo! bravo!" repeatedly, 
and all saluted respectfully. 

There was not one among them who 
did not gaze on the hero of Plevna with 
the greatest admiration and sympathv 
Prince Charles of Roumania, who had 
arrived, rode up and repeated unwit­
tingly almost every word of the grand 
duke, aud likewise shook hands with 
Osman, who again rose and bowed, tins 
time in grim silence. He wore a loose 
blue cloak, with uo apparent mark on 
it to designate his rank, and a red fez. 

He is a large, strongly-built man. 
The lower part of his face is covered 
with a short black beard, without a 
streak of gray, and he has a large Ro­
man nose and black eyes. " It is a grand 
face," exclaimed Colonel Gailiard, the 
French military attache. "I was al­
most afraid of seeing him, lest my ex­
pectation should be disappointed, but 
iie more than fulfilled my ideal."
