To Wreck a Train.
A dastardly attempt was made to
wreck a fast passenger train of the
Ceutral of Georgia railway at Chewac-

It is believed it
wag their purpose to rob any dead that
might have been killed by the wreck.

Somth Clrnll;:"'l‘pa Gardens.

Dr. Charles U. Shepherd, who is in
charge of the experimental tea garden
at Summerville, 8. (.. has made a re-
port to the secretary of agriculture in
Washington, covering the progress
made up to date. He says that there
are now 530 acres of land under
more strength than its color indicates.
that when all these plants now grow-
ing arrive at maturity they will yield
10,000 pounds annually. Dr. Shepherd
expresses the opinion that the fact
that the tea plants lived through last
winter, whién the most intense cold in
the history of the section was experi-
enced, that the enltivation of tea will
prove satisfactory.

OfFf
the black tea he says: “It has a dis-
tinetly characteristic flavor, and like
some of the choice oriental teas, has
more strength than its color indicates.
The green tea has created more inter-
est in the trade.”

Must Build Separate Stations.

The state railroad commission has
brought the railroads centering in At-
lanta to time in their evasion ef the
order te build a passenger clepot ade-
quate to the needs of Atlanta by ovder-
ing them each 1o build a separate sta-
tion. For a long time the shed in pres-
ent use has been an eyesore to the peo-
ple and repeated propesitions have
been made to the roads by which they
could ecombine on a snitable struciure.
They have exhausted its patience and
now exerts its anthority in compelling
each road to build a cestiy station.
They are ten railroads, and unless they
get clemency from the commission the
problem will be an extremely compli-
cated one,
