ciation under the supervision of three
Commissioners to be appointed by

the Board of Directors. Notice of
'Election shall be given publication
for not less than Ten dayf prior to
such election in a newspaper publish-

pd in the Parish of St. John the
tist, br InUhe event . theke shuli ld

no newspaper published in the Parish

then in a newspaper published in the

City of New Orleans, also by writ-

ten notice mailed to each share hold-

er. Every stockholder shall be enti-

tled to one vote for each share of

Ftock standing in his name on the

books of the Corporation for at least

twenty days prior to the election, and

the vote of the stockholders shall be
cast ip person or by written proxy
and a mojority of the votes cast shall

elect. Any vacancy occurring among
the Directors by death, resignation or

otherwise shall be filled for the re-

mainder of the term by the remain-

ing Directors, but a failure to elect

Directors at the date specified shall

inot dissolve the Corporation, but the

Directors then in office shall have

the authority to call a special elec-

tion without published notice, to elect

a new Board. The first Board of Di-

rectors named in the Charter shall

from their number by ballot a Presi-

,dent, Two or more Vice-President
and a Cashier who shall act as Secre-

tary of the Corporation, and the said
Board may appoint such committees,

office managers, clerks, commissio-
ners, agents or employees as may be

necessary to carry on the business 
of

the Corporation, and said employees
shall hold office and shall be delega-

ted such authority as the Board of

Directors may see fit. Said Board

shall also make and establish at will,
by laws, rules and regulations for the

proper management and conduct of

the business and affairs of this eor-

poration. All the Corporate powers

of this Corporfation are hereby vested
in said Board of Direstors, except

such as may be especially reserved by

law; and these Articles of incorpora-
tion to the stockholders. The seal of

this Corporation shall be in the cus-

tod l of the Cashier and shall be in

the form of a Pelican feeding her

young, weith the name of the Associa-
tion inscribed around the dye.

increased or diminished, or this Char-
