ROBBENO THE MAILS. 
How The l,lKht-Pim;ered t.etter-0*ien-

ers are Sl>ndowe<f and Convirlotl-
[Boston Times.] 

"Charles Gillis, postmaster at Hill s-
boro' Bridge, was arrested Saturday i'or 
embezzling the mails." Sncli was the 
simple announcement in the daily pa­
pers recently, notifying the public that 
one more had been added to ihe thou­
sands who have been detected in prey­
ing upon the mails, and the subject is 
one that affords food for earnest thought. 
That this species of crime is yearly on 
the increase is self-evident, and it safe 
to say that not a day passes but the no­
tice of the post-office officials is called 
to one or more such cases. The expe­
dients resorted to by the depredators 
•n Uncle Sam's plethoric mail-bags, 
especially where they contain, or are 
supposed to contain, money or valua­
bles, are as varied as the hues of the 
rainbow, and the means used for the de­
tention of criminals of course have to 
be varied according to the circumstan­
ces of the case tinder consideration. In 
the matter of detection, however, the 
preliminaries are usually the same, in 
order to arrive at a proper understand­
ing of all the points surrounding the 
aftair. For instance, a gentleman, gen­
erally in a somewhat fluttered condi­
tion, enters the post-office and degires 
to see the postmaster on business. His 
request is oomplied with, and, in cases 
of this kind, after briefly stating the 
nature of his errand, he is referred to 
the special agent with whom he is more 
directly to deal. To that official the 
visitor accordingly states that he is the 
representative of a down-town firm, 
Vho have been for some time past 

nOSTNf* IiKTTERS, 
in a majority of cases tlte missives con­
taining remittances from some of their 
correspondents. The figent listens at­
tentively to the story, taking in every 
particular as given by his informant, 
and mentally cogitating on the same, 
Then, when the tale is told, the first 
question asked is, "Do you receive 
yonr letters by carrier, or have yon a 
box ?" If by box, then is propounded 
the qnerry, "Howmany keys are there 
to your box, and who has access to 
them?" That information being also 
given, is duly digested and the case 
then begins to look like business, the 
party or parties most likely to prove 
dishonest are placed under surveillance 
at once and carefully followed up till 
some clue is obtained, then a trap is 
laid that scarcely ever fails in securing 
the prey, and the victim of his own dis­
honesty and rapidity suddenly finds 
himself in the meshes of a net from 
which there is seldom any escape, and 
aa a geneml thing the result of the ar­
rest is 

A FTLL CONFESSION 

by the culprit. If in case öf box rob-
berries the thieves are boys, the post-
offiee officials have a method for entrap­
ping the young rogues which never 
fails, but the particulars of which, for 
obvions reasons, it would be impolitic 
to publish. If, on the other hand, the 
firm reporting one or more losses have 
been in the habbit of receiving their 
eorresponenoe by a earner, than the 
first work of the agent is to ascertain 
what carrier is on the route in question. 
This matter determined, the carrier is 
i» turn watched, and if guilty it re­
quires but a very short time to estab­
lish this fact. It may turn out, howev­
er, that the peregrinating distributor 
of tetters is perfectly innocent, in which 
ease ti»e onlv conclusion te arrive at is 

for New England, and through mails 
from large cities arrive at tlie "Hub" 
in bags made up on the cars. When, 
for instance, the northern and eastern 
mails are made up in New York, they 
have to pass through to Boston, where 
they are sorted and made up for their 
ultimate destination, except in case 
where there is matter enough in New 
York to fill a bag for any special point. 
Now, when a loss is reported, as men­
tioned, among other questions asked is, 
" Did you loose by your night or morn­
ing mails?" which being satisfactorily 
answered, simplifies still more 

THE WOBK OF DETECTION, 
and the employee in the office who hap­
pens to be on at such times is put un­
der the argus eye of the agent or some 
of his deputies. The final result in 
some cases is rapid ; in others slow but 
none the less sure, and the culprit is 
eventually brought up with a roun.l 
turn, and regrets when too late, that he 
has ever allowed his greed for ill-got­
ten gains to destroy his chances in life. 
As a general thing letters are only sto­
len in large offices, partly because there 
are more honest men in the country 
than can be found in large cities, but 
mainly because the opportunities for 
theft are more frequent in the principal 
offices. 

Then, again, valuable letters dropped 
in at any principal office are rarely 
stolen in that office, but stand a good 
chance of being confiscated at some oth­
er larger office at a distant point ; and 
just here comes naturally the mental 
qnerry by our readers, " How do the 
men know that letters contain money ?" 
Well, it is just as easy for some of the 
post-office employees, especially those of 
long experience, to tell when a letter 
containing an inclosure passes through 
their hands as it is for the party who 
put the inclosure in its place. * 

A KEEN SENSE OF TOTJOH. 

In fact, so keen is the sense of touch 
on the part of some of these men, that, 
in distributing a mail with the utmost 
rapidity they can tell, as each letter 
passes through their hands, when there 
is inside even a folded sheet of tissue 
paper. A noticeable instance of this 
was made manifest less than a year ago, 
when a man was watched in the Bos­
ton office, seen to put a package of let­
ters into his pocket, arrested immedi­
ately afterward, and the number he had 
stolen found to be eleven, all of which 
being opened w%re found to contain in-
closures, ten with money and one with 
a check. 

REGISTERED I/ETTEES 
are very seldom lost. They are bad 
stock for post-office thieves to invest in, 
mainly because it is so easy to trace 
them from their starting point and as­
certain who the parties were that had 
the handling of them when last heard 
from. Such cases will occur, however, 
the latest being that of Gillis, who was 
stupid enough to steal a registered let­
ter mailed at Hillsboro' for a party in 
Methuen. His depredations had exist­
ed for some little time, but his work 
was performed so clumsily that detec­
tion in his case was comparatively easy. 
Another blundering thief was Horace S. 
Russell of Oharlestown, and as showing 
how easily a man will dupe himself, a 
brief recapitulation of his case may 
prove interesting. It appears that Bus-
sell was employed as a substitute car­
rier in the Oharlestown office, and as is 
supposed, from the time he first enter­
ed the office 

BEGAN HIS THIEVING OPERATIONS. 

The amount he obtained in full was 
not very large, but the job that led to 
his detection was the opening of a let­
ter mailed by a lady in Oharlestown to 
a friend in the country, and containing 

( the sum of $2. This amount Bussell 
extracted, then put the letter in another 
envelope, directed himself and mailed 
it. When it reached its destination, the 
recipient was of course surprised at not 
finding the money said to be inclosed, 
and immediately wrote to the sender, 
who in turn requested the letter to be 
sent back to Oharlestown. This was 
done, when the change of envelope was 
detected, the case reported to the spe­
cial agent, and in a very short time the 
handwriting on the envelope was iden­
tified as that of Russell. He was at onee 
arrested, eventually confessed and is 
now serving out a two years' in North­
ampton jail. 

HOW X1AW8 OPERATED. 
One of the smartest depredators, per­

haps, and one who gave the officials 
considerable trouble, was Marshall 
Laws, who was arrested about a year 
ago, and when taken into custody had 
on his person over forty letters. His 
mode of opertaing was very shrewd, 
taking no letters destined for Boston ; 
neither would he appropriate single 
ones, but always made it a practice to 
abstract through packages or bundles of 
letters destined for wme point beyond 
Boston. He, however, shared the same 
fate of many of his predecessors, and is 
now paying the penalty of his misdoing 
by serving out a ten years' sentence in 
Northampton. 

Another sharp operator was Peabody, 
who was employed in the department 
devoted to the distribution of letters 
for newspaper men. For ft long time 
complaints of missing letters had been 
made, and finally the special agent hit 
upon a plan to defeat Peabody, upon 
whom suspicion had fallen. The ruse 
was simply to build near his location 
in the office a partition, ostensibly for 
the purpose of keeping off a draft of 
air, but in reality to shield a man ap­
pointed to watch Peabody, and who 
kept an eye so constantly directed 
through an aperture in Ihe partition 
that be finally detected the rogue in the 

act of secreting letters. Peabody's ar­
rest, trial, and conviction followed, as a 
matter of course, and he is now serving 
Uncle 8am in Dedham Jail. Then come 
the cases of Williams and Cram. 

THE CARBltSR AND THE ARMY COAT. 

Criminals in the post-offices are some­
time detected by the simplest circum­
stance, and in illustration thereof we 
can give no better instance than one al­
luded to under the caption above. In 
the old post-office on State street there 
had hung for many moons, in an out-of-
the-way plaoe, a well-worn army cape 
coat, that had in years past covered the 
form of one or more of the brave boys 
in blue who "fit into the war." The an­
cient garment, which had undoubtedly 
seen service on many a hard-fought 
field, was apparently of no use and nev­
er noticed by the employes except on 
rainy days, when it was sure to be 
brought into use bv some of the carriers, 
the oiie arriving first always taking pos­
session and retaining it till the storm 
ceased or he was off dutj. Sometimes 
one wo aid have it and sometimes anoth­
er. but, at any rate, it was in much de­
mand during stormy weather. 

Well, thus went on this simple mat­
ter, till not very long ago, one of the 
carriers had worn the coat over his 
route, returned and reported that in 
one of the pockets he had found a let­
ter. This looked a little suspicious, to 
be sure, but still it might have been an 
omission on the part of the man who 
had worn the garment on the previous 
day—for both were stormy. The first 
thing to be done, however, was to find 
out who had worn the coat on the day 
before, and among so many men that 
was no easy task, but finally the requir­
ed information was obtained, although 
the party didn't kave the slightest sus­
picion of the investigation being made. 
The next step of the agent was to visit 
a firm on Milk street, with the members 
of whom he was perfectly intimate, and 
to whom he said a letter would be 
brought by a certain carrier, said letter 
being addressed to 

A MYTHICAL PERSONAGE. 
Sure enough, the following morning 

such a letter, which, by the way, con­
tained a money inclosure, «was offered 
at the counting-room, when one of the 
firm remarked that it had better be 
taken back to the office, as the man to 
whom it was addressed had gone to San 
Francisco some time before, and the 
letter was evidently a valuable one. 
The carrier departed, taking with him 
the letter, but on his return at noon 
failed to deliver it at the office. He was 
permitted to go out on his afternoon bu­
siness without being questioned, the 
officials thinking that possibly he might 
have forgotten the matter, but at night 
he failed to make a return. He was 
then taken in hand, and after some 
questioning admitted that he had the 
letter and therefore delivered it to the 
agent, but as no evidence of any former 
thefts could be found against him, he 
was discharged from the office, not, 
however, till his friends had made resti. 
tution for all the losses reported on that 
route since he had been on it. 

THE ALTERED CHECK. 

There occurred last month a case in 
which the New York and Boston offices 
were in some measure jointly interest­
ed, and which has not any publicity. It 
seems that about the 4th of the month 
Messrs. Rresscott, Wood & Dyer, of 
this city, sent to Messrs. Cowden & Co., 
of New York, a check for $836 16. On I 
the 10th the check was received by the j 

Mount Vernon National Bank, accom­
panied by a request to forward the 
amount in large bills to Cowdrick & Co. 
It was apparent at once that the signa­
ture had been altered, and the bank of­
ficials accordingly notified the post-of­
fice authorities of the case. The matter 
was at once investigated by the special 
agent, who ascertained that there were 
in New York two firms bearing the 
above similar titles ; and the conclusion 
at once arrive^ at was that some person 
connected with Cowdrick & Co. had 
obtained possession of Cowden & Co. 's 
letter, and was fishing for the prize. 

A decoy letter was accordingly made 
up and forwarded to New York, address­
ed to Cowdrick & Co., and in a short 
time after its arrival was taken from 
the box by a young man employed by 
the firm, who was detected by the New 
York agent #n opening the dooument, 
upon which he was at once arrested. 

THE KOGtTE AND HIS RING. 

In addition to robbing the mails there 
are people who occasionally attempt to 
defraud Uncle Sam in other ways, or if 
not defraud him, endeavor to shoulder 
on him their own sins, and with a cou­
ple such cases we will close. Avery few 
weeks ago a gushing youth, who resides 
in the western part of this State, sent 
his lady-love a letter; in which he said 
she would find inclosed a ring he had 
paid fourteen dollars for. When the 
letter was received at Chelsea it was 
noticed that a portion of the upper 
right-hand corner had been torn off and 
close by were two circular imprints ap­
parently made by a ring that had been 
inside, but which was missing. The 
young lady of course was somewhat 
surprised at'not finding the ring, and 
reported the fact at the office, bringing 
with her the letter, which was examin­
ed and at once showed the transparent 
nature of the dodge the verdant youth 
had tri^l to play. On the face of the 
letter were, as said before, two circular 
imprints, but on the back was only one. 
On the inclosure were also two imprints 
on each half of the sheet, but neither 
corresponding in position with those on 
the envelope, and the distance between 
the impressions likewise varied a quar­
ter of an inch. That was sufficient, and 
all that was done afterward was to write 
to the youitg man asking him to oali at 
the Boston office and " rise to explain," 
but np to the present time he has not 
put in tut appearance. 

A somewhat similar case occurred re­
cently in New Hampshire, wh^a party 
mailed a letter purporting to contain 
two $10 notes, the letter being address­
ed to a gentleman in this city, for whom 
ths sender was acting as agent in some 
business matters. The recipient, how­
ever, upon opening the dooument found 
but one note of $10, and at once report­
ed the matter. An agent of the office 
at once sought the man who sent the 
letter, and after some conversation the 
latter stated, on his firm belief, that a 
young lady employed in the post-office 
where the letter was mailed had stolen 
the other note, resealed the letter, and 
forwarded it. After some further con­
versation, the agent remarked : 
"I'M GOING TO HAVE HER ARRESTED." 

This at once started the young man, 
who replied, "Good God, you don't 
mean it." "Yes I do," said the official, 
"and you must appear as witness 
against her." 

"Why," said the thief, for such he 
was, " I wouldn't do that for a hundred 
dollars ; I'd rather pay the money my­
self."

A dagger had been 
sent from France to Birmingham by the 
revolutionists, with an order for a large 
number to be made like it ; Burke, hav­
ing obtained possession of it for a time, 
drew it from under a cloak, threw it 
down on the floor of the House of 
Commons in a somewhat theatrical way, 
and exhorted his countrymen to " keep 
French principles from our heads, and 
French daggers from our hearts but 
was admitted on all hands that he a lit 
tie over-acted this scene. Lord Ches­
terfield claimod to have " bled for his 
country for a brother peer, who had 
dabbled a little in surgery, one day bled 
him for a feverish headache ; the titled 
amateur, gratified at Ids own success, 
voted as his patient requested in a party 
division in the House of Lords. Mak­
ing the "crown not worth wearing, 
was the terse description by Chatham 
of the probable effect of a particular 
measure. "If the ministers persevere 
in misleading the king, I will not say 
that they can alienate the affections of 
his subjects from his crown, but I will 
affirm that they will make the crown 
not worth his wearing." "Sowing dra­
gons' teeth " had reference to the later 
and declining years of the Irish Parlia­
ment ; the English government propos­
ed to heap new taxes on Ireland, and 
caused a violent commotion in conse­
quence of the proposal : Mr. Burgh, 
in the Irish House of Commons, said : 
" England has sown her laws like dra­
gons' teeth, and they have sprung up 
armed men." " All government a com­
promise," has been decided as a mean 
and tricky apothegm by extreme poli­
ticians ; but Burke had thought out his 
subject when he said : " All govern­
ment—indeed, every common benefit 
and enjoyment, every virtue, and every 
prudent act—is founded on compromise 
and barter ; we balance inconveniences, 
we give and take." "The people, our 
sovereign. " It was strange to hear so 
democratic a toat as this proposed by 
the duke of Norfolk at a whig dinner, at 
the very time when the French demo 
crats were infusing alarm and dread into 
the English mind ; it cost him the lord-
lieutenancy of the West Riding. Ham­
mer it into them " was Fox's mode of 
impressing his meaning on the attention 
of- the House, by speeches full of repe­
titions ; but it is believed that he thus 
claimed credit for a defect which he 
could not help. "A memory for jokes, 
and imagination for facts," was a sarcas­
tic hit at the mental characteristics of 
Mr. Dundas by Sheridan ; the wit had 
jotted this down in his note-book long 
before, as a capital hit, which he would 
use on any favorable occasion. "A 
minute-gun speech " was the name given 
to a speech made by Lord Bute, on ac­
count of its pace being so very low and 
solemn ; and the joke was made more 
pungent by a remark that " it might be 
considered announcing the funeral of 
his ministry." "Where law ends, tyr­
anny begins," and "stabbing the con­
stitution," we owe to Chatham; "the 
wisdom of our ancestors," to Sir Wil­
liam Grant; and "Pluto's tears" to 
Burke, in allusion to "tears shed by 
noble lords, not for dying laws, but for 
their expiring places." One of the 
finest things said by Wilberforce bad 
relation to Pitt's firmness in resisting 
the spread of French Jacobinism in En­
gland : " He stood between the living 
and the dead, and the plague was stay­
ed." "The schoolmaster is abroad" 
was Brougham's description of the grow­
ing desire for popular education. " The 
ignorant impatience .of taxation," and 
" mea turning their backs upon them­
selves," are assigned to Lord Castle-
reagh : " stemming the tide of democ-

racy " to the earl of Derby ; and "the 
queen's government must be support­
ed," to the duke of Wellington, who 
used this argument to induce one of hi3 
party to vote for a government measure 
which both of them disliked. Peel's 
celebrated question, "What is apound," 
arose during a debate on finance mat­
ters. " Restore the heptachy " appear­
ed to Canning about as practicable as to 
reform the Parliament, The "leap in 
the dark " was the name which the late 
earl of Derby candidly gave to his own 
reform bill in the House of Lords in 
1867. " Upsetting the coach " was the 
same earl's mode of characterizing Lord 
John Russell's proceeding in regard to 
the fall of the Grey ministry. "You 
shall hear me !" said Mr. Disraeli to 
the House of Commons, 35 years ago, 
when the young member was received 
with derisive laughter ; or, rather, his 
words were : "I will sit down now; 
but the time will come when you will 
listen to me,"—a prediction certainly 
fulfilled in later years. Mr. Disraeli's 
"historical conscience" was appealed 
to by him, to justify an opinion expres­
sed in early life, but abandoned at 
later period in his career. The same 
statesman's "looming in the future" re­
ferred to a prospective though unan­
nounced adjustment and reduction o 
taxation. It was he, too, who claimed 
to have been " educating his party " to 
the appreciation of measures not before 
palatable to them.

turers, miners and explorers, last sea­
son, in the desert and unexplored re­
gions of northeastern Arizona, south­
eastern Utah, and southeastern Colora­
do. For miles on miles, further than 
; he eye can reach, barren wastes stretch 
tiway in a continuous succession of des­
ert table-lands and yawning chasms. It 
is a wild, dreary, inhospitable, bound­
less waste, a very embodiment of deso­
lation. For 14 days the party lost their 
trail in the desert, and nearly perished 
with thirst and hunger, at one time go­
ing 36 hours without water. One day, 
while traveling in one of the impassa­
ble gorges seeking a place where they 
could scale its craggy sides, Roberts 
discovered what was once a large and O 
populous city. Suddenly emerging on 
the top of a mesa he was amazed at 
finding himself among the ruins of a 
great city, untrodden by foot of man 
for centuries, and spreading out miles 
before him. It covered an area of about 
three square miles and was inclosed by 
a wall of sandstone, neatly quarried 
and dressed, 10 or 12 feet thick, and 
which, judging by the debris, was 15 or 
20 feet before its fall. In most places 
it had crumbled away and fallen, and 
was oovered with sand, but in many 
places it was still standing six or eight 
feet above the sand banks whioh had 
drifted around it. The entire area in­
side of this had at one time been cover­
ed with houses, built of solid sandstone, 
which showed excellent masonry in 
their construction. This ancient city is 
situated in Arizona, about 90 miles 
from the boundary line between Utah 
atid Arizona, and the same distance from 
the western Colorado line. It has the 
appearance of being an old Aztec oity 
that has been deserted foi hundreds of 
veais and fallen to ruins. II is entire­
ly of stone, and not a stick of worked 
timber is to be seen among the ruins. 
Nothing but the walls are standing, and 
none of them are now left more than 
eight or ten feet above the sand, which 
is eight or ten feet deep. Col. Roberts 
is confident from the appearance of the 
walls that many of the houses were two 
or three stories high, but there was not 
enough of them left standing to enable 
him to judge accurately of the style of 
architecture adopted by the ancient 
builders of this city. Ool. Roberts es­
timates that there were at least 20,000 
houses in the city. It was laid out in 
plazas, with paths or small streets from 
one to the other. There was evidently.* 
one main highway extending throagh 
the center of the city. This has bcMI 
out down by the winter torrents into a 
yawning chasm, 600 or 800 feet deep, 
and 300 feet wide. It is evident that 
this chasm has been washed out since 
the city was built, because the walls of 
many of the houses are now overhang­
ing the brink, and it is not reasonable 
to suppose that a city would have been 
built on each side of such a chasm. 
The walls still bear the traces of many 
hieroglyphics, cut deep into them, 
showing various Indian customs and 
superstitions. There are also the ruins 
of stately monuments, built of square 
block sandstone, well quarried and 
showing good masonry, which are work- . 
ed with notches and crosses cut into 
them at regular intervals. The ruins 
are oovered with sand, which Ool. Rob­
erts says he is confident has blown there 
from the desert, a short distance to the 
south, since the city was .deserted. He 
thinks that was a fertile tract of country 
when the oity was built, and that the 
inhabitants were forced to desert it on 
account of the high winds which blew 
the sand in there after the waters, with 
which it is believed the desert was once 
covered, reoeded. This sand has be­
come packed and solidified by the rains, 
and is almost as hard as the sandstone. 
There is a large ditch, now partly filled 
up, running from the city away back in 
the hills, 10 to 14 miles from the city, 
and it is believed this was made for the 
purpose of conveying water to the city 
for irrigating the ground and for other 
purposes. The walls of the houses are 
rough and worn by the storms of cen­
turies, which have worn into the soft 
places in the sandstone, even in the 
walls overhanging the precipice. The 
sandstone does not bear any marks of 
fire, and Col. Roberts is confident that 
the sand-storms which have nearly bu­
ried the city rendered it uninhabitable 
and compelled its ancient inhabitants 
to desert it. No bones, implements: or 
relies of any kind were found, with the 
exception of some pieces of pottery of 
a dark color. These were embellished 
with paintings of flowers and ornament­
al figures in blue colors. The coloring 
matter is of a blue mineral substance 
of some kind, whioh the chemist at 
Santa Fe, to whoça some of the pottery 
was shown, could not dearly define. 
It is perfectly indelible, and pieces of 
the pottery which have been exposed to 
storms which have worn away the solid 
masonry of the walls of the city show 
the colors fresh and bright to all appear­
ances as when new. The pottery itself 
has been found to be perfectly fire-proof 
upon trial in crucibles and furnaces, 
and if the secret of its manufacture 
could be discovered it would be worth 
millions of dollars to the possessor, and 
the material would be invaluable for the 
lining of safes and similar purposes. »
