A INdG CHASE.

A MURDERER F'OLLOWED FOR A YEAR
BY IIIs VICTIM'S SUN.

Col. Young's father, a resident of
Cook county, Texas, was murdered1on the llth of April, 185-2, by a man

Si Bil unch. The murderer, ascer-
i tag that M|r. Young' had aboutT *3100 in money, proceeded to the
house, found the old gentleman asleep,
Sand killed him with an ax. Securing
the money,-•e murderer left. The
next day Col. Young started in pur-
*suit, and from that day until the 1,th
inst., more than a year, he has been
on his path. He followed the mur-
derer through the nludian Territory,
thence down through Arkansas and
Louisiana, east into Mississippi, and
north through Tennessee and Ken-
tucky. Bunch then crossed the ,is-
sissippi River, being closely followed
by Col. Young. Through Arkansas by
the wigwams of the Indian Territory,
Iand thence through the mountains
and forests ofArkansas again, the col- I
oetl followed the villainous murderer.
SThrough the hills and wilds of South-
ern Missouri, over the p'aries of
Southern Kansas, down the head-
waters of Medicine Lodge, among the
Arrapahoes, the pursued and the pur-
suer, like fate and destiny, rode their
lonely ride--one to escalpe, the other
to avenge. Hlere, about the 20th ofJanuary, Col. Young lost the trail.-

On the 8th of April he received a tel-
egram from Fort Scott that Bunch
had recently been in that l,lace. ByvSaturday night, Youn= was in Fort
Scott, bLt found t:at I:inach had Ict
for Lamar, in Benton County, carry-
ing with him two "pals." Arriving
at the latter place he learned that
Bunch had left a few hours before.-
lie then traced them Stockton, in Ce-
dar County, to Bolivar, to Quincey, to
Warsaw, where the three vil!inns
changed clothes and set out fo"r Wind-
sor, and from there to Sedalia. Col.
Young arrived at Sedalia, of which
fact Bunch was informed who imme-
diately le for Ioonevile. Thither
Col. Young followed, arriving on
Wednesday evening last. The "bird"
had leen seen in Boonevillo the day
previous, but n as nowhere to be founn.
Young then left for this Salem, Mo.,
where he arrived on Wednesday
night. At daylight the next morning
he received information from Boone-
ville that a man answering the des-
cription ot Bunch had been arrested
and would be held until Young's a -
rival. Young identified the prisoner I
eas Bancs.
