Prodnction of Mohalr—A New Indns-
fry.

The Legislature of Virginia recently
granted a charter for the incorporation
of a company to be known as the " Xir-
ginia Angora Company.” The capital
of the Assvciatio. iz p'aced at $2,000,-
000, of which amount $130,000 is eaid
to have already been subscribed. Ac-
cording to ita charter the company is
permitted to hold in fee two hundred
thovaand acres of land, and to iesnie
bonds, but not without the consent of
pine-tenths of all the stockholders. A
eontract has been made with California
parties to transfer their stock of thor
oughbred Angoras to Virginia, and to
furnish aleo twenty thousand ewe goats
of original Maltese stock, to he pur-
chased in and brought from Mexico.

Although the industry has been suc-
cessful in California, yet the conditions
for euccess are so far superior in the
mountains of Virginia as to warrant
the tranafer of the herds and an expen-
diture of about $200,000 in making the
transfer and in improvementa.

The Angora guat is a peculiar animal
found only in & very limited area in
Asia Minor, at an average elevation of
four thousand feet above tide, in lati-
tude sbout 40° North, a winter climate
as low a: zero of Fahrenheit, and a
moderately hot climate in summer, con-
ditiona, all of which, as well aa the kind
and quality of her , are all fulfilled
in the lecation secured in Virginia. By
permitting nobreeding except from pure
thoroughbred bucks, the fourth eross
givea & wool as fine, long and rilky an
the pure stock, and scarcely distinguish
able by experienced experts.
