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e ad lriot conclived

attempt would ever have been made to re-

enact the gunpowder plot of King James.

And yet it is true-the whole plot has been

detected, and Guy Fawkes' innumerable have

been discovered in every Northern city and

village.
It turns out now that all this firing of guns,

burning of gunpowder, and all these enthusRi-

astic demonstrations for Breckinridge, were

gotten up purely by Government officials and

Black Republicans. The officials thought

this the surest way of letting old Buck hear

from them; and the Black Republicans

wanted to make the Southern people believe

that Breckinridge was "some" North--in

order to divide the South, and thus prevent

the election of Bell or Douglas.

Wheth- i
er right or wrong, and without pretetditl, to
censure those friends who d f•ered with ime, I
have unilormly held these opinions; yet I
will add that few gensatmen in the southl woutld
be more prepared for prompt and decisi- e •lcas-
ures of resistance and protection, should the
rights and interests of the South connected with
this subject veer be inraded through Congress or I
otherwis.', than ut ysr/f.

Notwithetandi'ng such emphatic declara-
tions of Southern rights and Southern honor,
Democratic papers are so illiberal as to charge
nJohn Bell with being unsafe for the Souith-
w•hy should party hatedead men to be so un-
generous to a noble, patriotic, Southern son .

The Vicksburg Whilig learns that Sylvanu•s
Evans, of Clarke county, Bell and Everett
elector for the fourth district of Mississippi,
has been compelled to decline. finding him-
self unable. from purely private reasons, to
canvass the district as thoroughly as hbe
thinks it ought to be done.

sn -the summer, and 7 o'clock, p. it., in the
winter. And if any person o thing to be
cro,ssed should be kept in waiting for said
ferry a longer time than thirty minutes, the
said lessee shall be fined before any court of
competent jurisdiction in either parish, in a
sul not less than five nor more than fifty
dollars. half to the parish or corporation in
which the judgment may be rendered, and
h' lfto to the intirmer, unless satisfactory ex-
cuse should be made to the count frrsuch ds-
tention, or unless such detention shall have
been caused by the boat making a regular
trip to the R ailroad Depot, in which case the
Qte shall not be imposedsnrovided such trip
shall not have occupied more than one hour.
:That the regular trips of the boat to the

Railroad Depot be three in number per day,
viz: one in the morning when the cars comrie
it, one for freight at I o'c ck, r. r., and one
ill the evening when the ears leave.

That should the lessee violate the condi-
tions of thl lease, in taking away his b,.at,
when it is nit for the purpose of making re-
pairs, nor furnish skiffs ahd flats as required,
or persistently and continuously neglect to
cross within the required time, then such vi-
olation shall work forfeiture of the lease.

That in prosecution against said lessee for
a forfeiture of his contract, he cannot urge as
a sufficient excuse that his boat had met with
accident and detention. while at any other
business than that of ferrying, nor that he
was washing out biilers when such washing
was after 9 o'clock a. ar.

The committee further report. that the les-
see of said ferryboat should be compelled to
to keep on hoard of said ferryboat at all
limesand in good order, a skiff or boat for
the ptrpose of using the same as a life-boat
in case of accident, and that a penalty of
twenty-five dollars per day be imposed upon
said lessee for failing tocomply with said or-
ordinance
