We have thus pursued this infamous cons-

piracy through all its progress fron its incdp-

lion to the present day. We have seen to

what expedients it has resorted to win its

way to popular favor, and how it has led tin-
suspecting people to give it theircounter.apce
and support ; how it has overthr#wn and is-
banded the Democratic party; in strict accrd

with its original design and purpose; how it

has spurned all effortsof every sort and from

every quarter at compromise, and forced apen
from the conservative States of the Soatu to
take position in its ranke; how it has swept

away the ancient landmarks of conservatsm
and confraternity to the Union, and set u4 in
its stead the pretended god of Southern Con-

federacy ; how it has planned a revolution of

the government and how it proposes to carry
out and consumate it; how it has urged its

way, step by stei; how it has vaulted from
success,and glories in the near approach of a

final triumph-a triumph which will be cele-
brated, •t ever, by bonfires kindled in our
Federal Capitol and rekindled an the cities
and tpwn throughout the Union, by the burnl-
ing of our Tomes and the destruction of oar
household. We ask the readers tp pause and
refflect updoi the facts that we have arrayed

before him and their consequences.
Mr BaECIa•RIDNEt himsdf is aware of these

facts, and inassuming to uphold the secession ban-

ner, he is responsible to the country and to posterity
for all that may be done under it through hls in-
strumentality. That he is aware of it, and
sympathizes with it~ave have his own words.
in a speech delivered at Frankfort, Ky., on the
'lst December, 1850, he said;
,.Fellouw-clti s, I propose now tepiker you some

reflection on tihother aspect of public alfaire. We
have been speaking-of questious that conceru Keu-
tucky no more than all the other States; but we may
soon have to meet questions that come nearer home
-- ireside, hearthstone questions. Idisclaim the spi-
rit of an alarmist, or a demagogue; yet. since I have
been acquainted withtublic affairs, there never was a
tilme when the interests of this Union were in so much
peril, or when the feelings of the people if.re so
much alienated as at this hour. (ertainly,; if the
aspect of affairs at Washington is in the sliglhtes deg-
gree indicative of the feeling elsewhere, this statepnt
is mournfully true."

And after referring to the Republican party
continued :

"Resistance in some form is inevitable. Some mem-
bers of the Confederacy may contemplate it i the form
of a seperate pohtical organization. Kentucky, while
a single ray of hope penetrates the thick darkness,
will resist under the Constitution and wittlin the
Union. Resistance, I repeat, is certain. * 5i * *

"We cannot delude ourselves with the thought that
the dangers that menace us are afar off, nor should
others delude themselves with the thought that there
will be no resistance. Constitutional resistance we
contemplate totbhe latest moment, even against un-
constatutional atacks. But when the snbjectof con-
test reaches the homes and firesides of a people, who
is wise enoughto prediet or control the progress of
events?

'I have seen the growing evidences for the last
few yease, culminating recently into proof, of the
determnuation of the Repubhcans to take possession,
if possible, of the Government, for the purpose I
have described. I have seen in the Representatives
of the Lower Southern States a most resolute anti
determined spirit of resistance. In the msean time
I perceive a sensibleloss of that spirit of brotherhood
-that feeling of love for a common country-that
favor of loyahty-which are atlastthe surest cement
of the Union; so that in the present unhappy state of
affairs, was almost tempted to claim that we were dls-
olving week by week and month by month. The
threadbare gradully fretting themselves assunder;
and a stranger visiting Washington might imagine
that the Executive of the United States was the I're-
sident of two hostile republics. Our wisest and best
men observe this growing feeling of alibuation, and
in has become with them the subject of anxious
thought and conservation. They are alarmed, but it
is the noble fear that patriots feel for an imperllled
country.

"l'erhaps the most eminent danger springs from
the possible action of certain members of the Con-
federacy. The represenitatives from South Carolina,
Georgia, Alabama and Mississippi, not to mention
other Southern States, say that they represent their
constituents-nay, that they scarcely go so far as
their constituents-and most of them declare that
they are ready atany moment for a seperate organi-
ration. Some of the Southern Legislatures have
passed resolves of this character-and we safely as-
sume that Is the true feeling of the people."

Well might Gen Martin, the South Carolina delo-
gate above quoted, exclaim at a Breckinridge ratifi-
cation meeting:
"And having read carefully his speech delivered at

Frankfort, Kentucky, when &could not have ex.
pected a nomination. and I a now better satisfied
that he is a States Rights man of the strictest old
school-more satisfied than I was when I gave him
my vote at Richmond. In that speech he lays down
a broad ground-a ground that I will close my re-
marks with, and save me a great deal of what I in-
tended otherwise ta say. He tells his people that
the Democratic party was a very good thing in itself,
but they were not to rely upon the Democratic party
or any party. They were to rely upon themselves.
The South must rely upon its own strong arm and
be prepared for any and every emergency,"

And well might R. J. Scott, a delegate
from Alabama, as he is reported to have done
