We are led and encouraged to apply for this
Intter appropriation by the high recommendation made to
that effect by the Superintendent of the Academy, in his
able and valuable report, which is herewith submitted.

The Directors heing aware of the great importance of these
measures, deem it their duty to present thein to your honor-
able hody, under the firm conviction that no means or efforts
will be spared on your part to foster and encourage to the
utmost of your power this valoed and esteemed institution,

The French Department, which the Directory i anxious
to establish, is, in their estimation, of such great utility that
they allow themselves to call your special attention to the
matter, by offering the following brief considerntions: There
is no disposition existing on the part of the Board to impair
the eflicacy or stability of the English Departments, by cur-
tabling therefrom any appropriations to apply them to the
maintenance of the proposed French Department; for they
would without hesitation abandon their project if they enter-
tained the most remote apprehensions that it wonld affect
injuriously the institution in its present form.  But the Di-
rectors are led to believe that without any augmentation
whatever in the preseut rate of taxation, this additional
branch can be established without prejudice to, or in any
wise affecting the other departments; and they further think
that, if without oppressive or burdensvme taxation, this
braveh of instructivn can be fostered, it should be done, both
for the advantage and improvement of the pupils, and as a
testimonial of high respect to the anclent population of the
parish of Lafourche.

Whilst we feel and appreciate the importance and absolute
neceasity of a thorough English education, we deem it none
the less important to be well instrueted in the French lan-
guage, especially in n community where the grent mass of
the population speak and understand it only. The English
language must, and in the course of time will, he the pre-
dominant one even fn our midst; yet we must not Joose
sight of the fuct that its inroads are slow, aml that before it
supplants its enphonice rival, the Fronch, another generation
will have to supply our places,  For the reasons thus assimed
we respectfully uest the necessary appropriations for the
purpos=e of currying out the preceding views.

The report of our Superintendent, to which we have al-
ready referred, presents a falr compendium of the extablish-
ment, operation and working of the Academy, nud offers a
valuable synopsis of the studies and progress of the pupils
during his term of office; und that the citizens generally
wny be inforted of its contents, we beg of you to give it
publicity.

Iabor, they never can be fully compensated for the informa-
tion they Impart and the moral precepts they inculcate,
otherwise than by fecling that they have conscientiously and
Guithfully discharged their trust, and by receiving the ap-
proving visits of those who Lave confided to their charge
thelr olfspring, as well as of those who take an interest in
the prosperity of the institution.

Of our teachers we have to say, that they have in their
respective spheres fully and completely performed their du-
ties, and that the high position which the Academy has
attained, is attributable alone to thelr industry, perseyersnce
and inteliigence,

It was again urged that an institation in which every cit-
iren was either p ly or ¢ ly d, would
tend more to produce a_general literary taste and a lively

In April, *40, the school went first Into operation, snperin-
tended by the Rev. Mr. Sandels.

Since
then the institution has had four different Superintendents—

As you have
ever wished the school to occupy a high pasition, and dealt
with it most generously, we trust you will not now measure
the importanee of things proposed in this report by the
narrow rule of dollars and cents,  'We feel confident, gentle-
men, that you will not.

Within the past year some very imporiant improvements
have been made: A fine fence has been built around the
premises; o commodions brick residence has been erected
for your Superintendent, where he now resides and has a
supervision of the property as well s the school ; the grounds,
also, have been very much improved—those around the
main building having been laid out in a neat flower garden,
which is atiended by the teachers and pupils during their
times of recreation. By these means it is hoped that we will
be able to instil into all who attend the school a taste for
plants and flowers, and teach them the dignity of industry.

The above improvements have very materially increased
the expenses of the institution for the past year. The annual
expenditure for carrying on the school (omitting the fmprove-
ments on property) does not exceed $1,5%, for which sam
ahout 110 pupils receive instruction,—thus costing yon under
#17 per annum each, or a little leas than $1 70 per month,
But as our Trewsurer hns probubly given you a full report on
finances, it i« needless to say any more on this subject.
