[CP* A few years since, a Frenchman by 
the name ot Lafay (or so pronounced), who; 

Jived alone in a cabin on the banks of the 
Wabash, about three miles below Vincennes, 
on the lllinpis side, was found dead in his 
yard, beifigshot through the head with a 
rifle. He kept a wood yard, and it was 
generally suposed ihàt he had a large 
amount of money about the ^house. No 
clue to the murderer, or how ranch money 
was got, has ever been discovered. About 
a year since, a brother of the murdered 
man came on from France and took posses­
sion ofhls property, and has been living in 
the same house entirely alone in like man­
ner. Ä few days since some persons went 
to the house and found him at the frontdoor 
dead, arid the body bearing the npearance 
of having lain so several days. A coioners 
jury examine.l the body, and found the 
mark of a buck shot immediately below the 
eye, which had ranged down into the throat 
and caused his death. No trace of the 
murderer has yet been discovered. 

BENDING TIMBER.—The invention of bend­

ing timber has excited immense interest at 

the North, and a company with 8000,000 
capital has been organized, to carry on 
operations on a large scale : 

The new invention of bendins or turning 
timber is due. says the N. Y. Post, to Mr. 
Thomas Blanchaid, who has obtained a 
patent for it. and has transferred it to this 
company. A machine, which, being drawn 
by steam power, can be used to bend the 
largest timber, is made to opurate t>y com­
pression at both ends of the piece of timber 
to be bent, just previous to the act of bend­
ing. The capillary tubes, by this com­
pression, are forced into each other, and 
when turned, can suffer entension jnst like 
a piece of India rubber or gutta percha. 

Timbers of any length and form can thus 
be obtained, and a whole ships sides can be 
built without a joint, which thus presents 
greater strength against shocks of waves, or 
collision with othei bodies. Another impor­
tant source of strength to articles made of 
this bent wood is, that it is made to present 
its surface against the grain of fibre. If a 
ship or any other object made of wood is 
struck in the direction of the grain of its 
timbers, it splits easily, but here the method 
is to bend the timber in a direction against 
the grain, so that timber bent under this 
patent is infinitely stronger than previous to 
bending. New wood is prefeiable for this 
operation, or wood before the traces of age 
appear, weakening its fibre. 

The invention also equalises much the 
value of woods as chestnut can be made for 
all purposes as strong as oak. The close, 

nous revelations. It seems that the sys 
tematic anoyances to which the exile was 
subjected were well known to the British 
Ministry, and that, so far forth, Lowe was 
less guilty than has been popularly supposed.

What can be more 
revolting than this picture? the hihsest 
personages in the British realm, comprising 
even the acting Executive, conniving at a 
breach of private confident®, and consent­
ing to the petty malice of a brutal, conse­
quential governor, in order that they might 
be "amused" at the agonies of their victim ! 
It is to the credit of Peel and Wellington, 
who succeeded the ministry that thus dis­
graced itself, that they appear to have dis­
liked the entire proceedings. 

O'Meara himself does not appear in the 
mort favorable light. The best that can be 
said of him is, that he firmly refused to as­
sist in this dirty work, partly from compas­
sion for Napoleon and partly becaue the 
British ministry refused to pay a certain 
twelve thousand francs which he demanded. 
His "Revelations from St. Helena" was the 
conseqtleuce. Though he assailed the cab­
inet with great acrimony in that book, the 
government could Ho nothing in retaliation, 
as he well knew, for the only course they 
could take to effectually injure him would 
be to publish his letters, written when their 
spy, and this would damage thein even more 
than him. All the government did was to 
cause a vituperative article to appear in the 
Quarterly Review, of which the authorship 
was generally attributed to Croker. It now 
seems that this gentleman was the person in 
the ministry that managed the correspond­
ence, using as his tool a fiiend of O'Meara's, 
a clerk in the admiralty, whom he bade to 
instruct the doctor to write, in the ftdlest 
possible detail, all ihe anecdotes he could 
pick up. Croker is still alive, and may at­
tempt to whitewash the affair over. But the 
Atftienœum says there is not the slightest 
doubt of the authenticity of the document, 
and, if so, the task of the veteran tory will 
be as difficult as changing a leopard's spots. 

In short, there seems no doubt, from the 
revelations in this book, untaken though it 
was for the defence ol Lowe, that the tales 
told of the treatment of Napoleon at St. 
Helena, by (TMeara, Las Casas, Montholon, 
and others, were not a whit beyond the 
truth. The only result of these volumes is 
to confirm the general suspicion which of 
late years had begun to prevail, that the 
ministry of Lord Liverpool sanctioned, at 
least indirectly, all the meannesses and bru­
talities of Lowe.

by a wooden trussel one hundred feet high. 
The ascent as well as the descent on the 
other side of the trussel were equal, and 
seemed to be at about an angle of tliiiîy-
five degrees. She not only ascended and 
descended with ease, arid even with agility, 
but performed various feats oil the rope 
which frightened all the beholders. She 
would fall down on llie rope suddenly, stretch 
out on her back, ami then, with the arms 
extended, raise to her feet again. This was 
done several times at a distance of seventy-
five feet above the ground. She continued 
to shout with her shrill old voice. "Vive 
l'Empereur!"' the whole time, and seemed 
to mock the fears of the spectators. The 
Emperor was sitting in his carriage in the 
midst of the crowd, waiting to compliment 
her when she descended. This is the same 
woman who walked a small rope suspended 
between the high tower of Notre Dame in 
presence of the first Einperor and Josephine, 
nearly fifty years ago. 

A LOAFER'S SOLILOQUY.—"I wish I knew 
where to gel a cent, I do. Blest if I don't 
emigrate to Kamschatka to dig gold. 
Money scarcer than wit; can't live by 
neither—at least I can't. Sold the last old 
shirt, pawned my boots for three cents, and 
went home rich as a lord.

By referring to our lists of disasters as 
published in the Courier, for the six months 
ending with July last, we find 13 boats have 
burnt up, 22 have sunk, and five explosions 
have taken place, attended with the loss of 
forty-seven lives. The most fatal of the 
explosions, took place on the Farmer racing 
with the Neptune, from Houston to Galves­
ton—thirty-six being killed. Twelve coal 
boats Were sunk, and nineteen lives lost 
thereby. Three baTges s*ink, also one 
wharf boat snd a flat boat of "^heat and 
lead.
