In our last issue we noticed the names of 
several who had returned to town, who had 
been absent during the epidemic, and it affords 
us great pleasure to say—"still they come." 
Among the most recent arrivals we may mention 
Mr. S. Tenney and family and one or two of the 
teachers of the Institute. Mr. J. J. Gardner 
has also returned. From those arrivals we may 
expect the several schools to re-open very soon. 

Planters cannot complain. " Buoyant weather, 
gives buoyant feelings," is an old adage, and it 
holds true, we think, in the present instance in 
reference to planters. The weather is truly 
delightful and no apparent impediment exists 
on this score to forestall the progress of sugar 
making. The cane, we are informed, yields 
most copiously and the quality of sugar is good. 

To Inform my Friends—Not to Convince 
my Enemies. 

To the Editor* of the Minerca : 

GENTLEMEN — I request you to publish the 
following statement of facta, and some documents, as an an­
swer to certain reports about myself : 

A few days before my departure for Caillou Island, which 
took place on the 11th of September last, I was informed1 

that from causes Âùy to be traced, a large number of the 
inhabitants of Thibodaux were unable to procure provisions 
for themselves and families. Immediate assistance was-
requested. Without hesitation I wrote a letter in the name 
of Thibodaux t Brother to the Mayor, Mr. V. D. Terrebonne, 
placing at his disposal whatever provisions we had at the 
time. I left for Caillou Island, after having instructed the 
manager of the plantation, Mr. Auguste Legendre, how to 
act, in case the donation offered by Thibodaux t Brother 
should be accepted ; and besides—how to dispose of my 
poultry yard, etc., for the relief of the needy. 

On my return home I found, to my surprise, that these 
offers of assistance, made by my brother and myself, had not 
been accepted ; but that the contents of my letter to Mr. 
Terrebonne had been made the subject of grave comments, 
tending to make myself either ridiculous or contemptible. 

I should have thought a public justification of my conduct 
unnecessary, had my friends, during my absence, taken the 
same calm view of the matter which I take myself.. If some 
persons have been pleased to distort the plain words of my 
letter, in order to furnish a subject for merriment, I am not 
sorry that those who, in a period of affliction, had courage 
enough left to enjoy a joke, should have found, even at my 
expense, an opportunity to raise a smile. Should, however, 
others, prompted either by malice or by other motives, have 
attempted to lower my character in the eyes of my fellow-
citizens by false representations, my past life will sufficiently 

indicate me from any unworthy imputation. 
I blame those who rejected the offers of assistance for 

depriving me of the satisfaction of participating in a work 
of Parity. But what answer can the same persons find to 
those who would have been relieved in their distress by 
timely assistance, should they put to tliem the following 
questions?—How is it that the offers of Thibodaux & Brother 
have been rejected ? Why have they not been made known 
to the public? How do you know whether the gilt you 
scorned to receive, might not have been a God-send to us?

longer accessible by the bayou ; but an omnibus 
and six horses makes two trips per week be­
tween this place and Donaldsonville. 

EXTREME POVERTY.—The people of Tuscaloosa 
we so desperately poverty stricken as not to be 
able to raise one ringle case of fever of any 
kind, while every other part of the country 
is Buffering with too much of it, so says the 
Monitor.

STE. BRIGITTE, September 9,1858. 

My Dear Sir : My brother, Ban non Thibodaux, and my 
self, have felt the deepest distress in learning how dreadful 
have been the ravages of the pestilence with which it has 
pleased Providence to afflict the town of Thibodaux. We 
have only now heard that in addition to the bereavements 
which have plunged so many families in the deepest distress, 
dread of the fever prevents those persons who usually bring 
the necessary supplies of provisions, etc., to the town, from 
doing so now, and that the most grievous consequences may 
ensue. 

It is but little that one person can do to relieve a distress 
which afflicts a community ; but if others may be pleased 
also to take into their consideration the wants of the inhab­
itants, intense suffering may be much alleviated. For our 
part, on to-morrow, we shall be prepared to deliver at the 
Malbroux Settlement, opposite to Dr. Gruneberg's—subject 
to your disposal, for the benefit of the town—«orne corn-
meal, some pumpkins, and should you wish it, some fresh 
pork ; but we wish you to make arrangements to receive 
the same at the place of delivery, as we deem it necessary to 
take every precaution that the lives of our families and of 
those belonging to us, may not be unnecessarily risked. 

My brother Bannon has requested me to authorize you to 
cut down the wood on his two lots on the other side of the 
canal, for the use of the town.

{Certificate from my Orerséer, Mr. Au{/uste Leffendre.] 
I certify that on the 9th or 10th of September last, I was 

instructed by Messrs. B. O. A If. C. Thibodaux, as soon as 
the assent of the Mayor of Thibodaux, should be received, 
to send to that part of the road which is opposite to Dr. 
Gruneberg's house, twenty barrels of corn meal, one slaugh­
tered beef, one hog, and one or two cart-loads of pumpkins, 
the only vegetable we had on the plantation—every garden 
vegetable having already been given away to the inhabitants 
of the town—and I was told that I should receive notice 
from the Mayor of the day and hour when he would be 
ready to accept the delivery of these things—and was also 
authorized to send, once a week, during the continuance of 
the epidemic, the same quantity of provisions, should the 
Mayor desire it. As Mr. H. C. Thibodaux was on the point 
of leaving^ for Caillou Island, which his lady's health required, 
he authorized me, for the benefit of the sick, to make free 
with his poultry yard, and that all the butter which might 
be made during his absence should be given for the use of 
those who were sick. He also instructed me, if money was 
required or subscription made, to subscribe, in his name, as 
much as others.

A CHANCE FOR INVENTORS.—The New York 
Sun offers a prize of one thousand dollars to any 
inventor who will contrive the mechanical means 
by which the paper, as prepared for printing, 
shall be supplied, or "fed," to the press now 
in operation in its printing vaults—"Hoe's Lost 
Fast," prints at a rate of not less than 3000 
sheets per hour. It also offers ten thousand 
dollars for the patent right, and sole and ex­
clusive use of the invention. 

A New Composing Machine, 
We yesterday examined a new machine in­

vented by Mr. Win. Mitchell, of this city, tor 
the purpose of setting type. It has keys like a 
piano, with a number of endless tapes, kept in 
motion by machinery, to carry the types to the 
spot where they are set up. The types are laid 
with the nicked side up, in little brass cases or 
galleys some fifteen or eighteen inches long, and 
just wide enough to admit a type crosswise. Of 
these cases there are as many as there are small 
letters and punctuation marks, aud they are 
fixed at an inclination of about 45 degrees over 
the types, so that when a key is touched a type 
drops fiat upon its tape, and is instantly con­
veyed to another larger tape, to which all the 
types are carried, and which conveys them all to 
a little metallic throat, down which they drop 
upon a table all set up, but requiring to bo 
divided into lines or justified by hand. Capitals 
and Italics have to be laid on the tapes by hand, 
there being in the machine no keys or galleys 
for them. Two persons are required to attend 
the machine—one to work the keys and one to 
justify and remove the matter composed. It is 
a very ingenious invention. All its parts are 
simple, and we judge that it would not easily 
get out of order. It occupies rather more space 
than a piano. Exactly how much work it is 
capable of performing we have no means of 
judging, as the arrangements are not yet com­
plete enough to subject it to a regular test.

Pariah of Lafourche. 

THREE STEAMBOATS BURNED AT ST. LOCIS.— 

The steamers Robert Campbell, Montauk and 
Lunette, were burned at St. Louis on the morn­
ing of the 13th ult. From the Herald of the 
14th we extract the following account: 

Between eight and nine o'clock yesterday 
morning the steamer Montauk was discovered to 
be on fire. It broke out in the after deck-room, 
and in an incredibly short space of time was 
wrapped in one sheet of flame. So rapid was 
the work of destruction carried on by the de­
vouring element, that the officers, passengers 
and crew scarcely had time to escape with their 
lives. They effected this, however; but left 
everything else behind. The flames from the 
Montauk soon communicated to the Robert 
Campbell, lying below, and the Lunette, above ; 
both of which boats, together with the ill-fated 
Montauk, were burnt to the water's edge in less 
than an hour. The Montauk was receiving 
freight for the Missouri river ; but, owing to a 
scarcity of shipments in that direction, had but 
a small portion of her cargo aboard—perhaps 
about thirty tons. N. Corwith & Co., of Galena, 
own the boat, and are insured for $10,000. She 
was lately built at Pittsburgh, and cost $22,000. 
The books and papers of the boat were saved, 
but nothing else. Captain Gleim, the clerk, 
officers and crew lost all their baggage and 
effects. 

The Robert Campbell burned almost simulta­
neously with the Montauk. She was also bound 
for the Missouri, and had but little freight on 
board—about twenty-five or thirty tons. It was 
destined for Kansas and St. Joseph. The boat 
was owned by Capt. McCloy and Mr. Mclntyre, 
and one of the engineers, and was insured for 
$10,000 in four offices and agencies of this city 
—the Etna, Columbia, Lumberman's and Cit­
izens', $2600 each. She was purchased a short 
time ago for $9000, and had lately undergone 
repairs to the amount of $2500 or $3000. The 
books and papers were all lost, and nothing of 
any account was saved. 

The Lunette was the last to take fire, and 
was lying immediately above the Montauk. She 
was loading for the Upper Mississippi, and had 
120 tons of freight on board, chiefly consigned 
to firms in St. Paul. The boat was owned by 
her master, Capt. John B. Davis, and insured 
for $6000. The loss in her cargo will be very 
heavy ; more than both of the others together. 

A ROMANTIC STOBT.—A French paper relates 
that recently a young milk woman of the envi­
rons of La Baumette, newly married, was carry­
ing the produce of her dairy to the market of 
Angers, when she found on her way a black cow 
fastened to a tree, and at a safe distance, under 
a tree, lay a large bundle. Her curiosty was 
first attracted to the latter which she found to 
contain a beautiful baby giri, wrapped np in fine 
linen and warm flannels. On further examina­
tion, she discovered a purse containing 25 gold 
Napoleons, and an anonymous letter intimating 
that the mother of the child was driven by pow­
erful consideration to part with it for several 
years; that the 5000 francs were for the person 
who would humanely supply her place, and the 
black cow was to afford the child milk ; adding 
that the foster mother should every year receive 
an ample sunn for the maintenance if its natural 
parent be permitted to resume the charge. The 
young milkwoman accepted the trust then re­
posed in her, and instead of proceeding to the 
market, hastened home with the young found­
ling, the cow, the purse, and the letter. 

A Dr. Wilson, somewhat notorious in the 
Northern part of this State, for having com­
mitted murder about a year ago, died in the 
State Prison at this place on Wednesday last. 
Wilson's crime had no mitigating circumstance. 
He went to his neighbor's house and coolly shot 
a defenceless man, whilst on his knees begging 
to be spared. Wilson was convicted in the 
parish of Moorehonse of "murder in the first 
degree," and sent to the State Prison for life.
