With so many chances to be wrong, 643x7751—
839 to two chances to be right in the [ittle words
“eay” and “ safe,” what wonder is it that we have
occasionally a little variety in spelling, especially
when we remember in the case of most words these
numbers rise to hundreds of thousands, and not
unfrequently multiplied millions are nessesary to
express the number of possible spellings of words
with an suthorised symbol for each sound, and still
only one way can be the right way for each word,
for if we would read with facility, the same word
must always be spelled in the same way. Tolearn
to spell is to learn to know in the case of every
word in the language, which way out of the thou-
sands and millions of possible spellings is the right
way, and when we consider that we have about
80,000 words that may be spelled at an average of
10,000 ways each, 80,000x10,000—80,000,000,
000 spellings possible, ouly 80,000 of which are
right, we shall have a tolerable notion of the labor
of learning to spell. Reader, have you ever seen
a perfect speller? We assure you that after a
pretty diligent search, for ten years, we have not
found one.

But there may be some who think the spelling
of words is settled by rule, and that by studying
and understanding the rules of spelling, these mul-
tiplied difficultics may be obviated. But let all
such bethink themselves how they learned what-
ever they know about spelling. Did their school-

teacher ever do so? I think not; certainly not
with success. The only way is to atiach success-
ively the long serried dictionary, and toil on pa.
tiently through them only to find, when you have
gone through all the barbarisms of English epelling
and mastered the last column, you have, in learn-
ing the last, forgotten the first ; and you must now
begin at the beginning and learn it over again.

All that i= y to learn phonetic spelling,
is to learn the phonetic alphabet, (either the pho-

graphic or the ph pic alphabet) one letter
for each sound; and then take a few days practice
in analyzing words, that you may learn to deter-
mine instantly what are the ultimate sounds of
words, and from that moment you are a perfect
phonetic speller. As far as you know the true
pronunciation of a word, your spelling of it is of
necessity eritically correct; not merely of a few
more familliar words, but of every word in the lan-
guage, or indeed of any other language, if its ulti-
mate elements are found in English—here then the
reader will see at once the labor that a lifetime can
only imperfectly accomplirh, made perfoct and most
beautiful in its results, in & few days or weeks at
most.

In a printed communication, we cannot place be-
fore the reader, the simple letters of the phono-
graphic alphabet, or exhibit the simplicity of pho-
nographic writing. Type cannot be made to do it.
We must, therefore, content ourselves with writing
about it.

Brevity, simplicity, facility and legibility are the
points that have been aimed at with a persevering
constancy of effort, that after years of the concen-
trated labor of th ds, has achieved
rate and astonishing results, and just so far as these

bjects have been d, has the facility forlearn-
ing it been incidentally promoted. To have a sys-
tem that should be easily learned, truly forms no
part of the plan, for if the other points, brevity and
legibility are attained it will repay the learner,
though years of close application should be nesse-
sary to acquire it. But happily in attaining brevity
and legibility, phonography attains that simplicity
which makes the learning of it a very easy matter.

Yesterday we called at the United States
Hotel to see the “Wild woman of Wachita
Mountains.”

Her hair waslong
and thick, hanging in heavy matted mnsses and
wiry tangles about her face, neck and shoulders,
and in color dark brown. Her complexion was
fair, even delicate, and her features decidedly
handsome. Her mouth is small and finely form-
ed, the lips thin and red, but tightly compress
ed, snd her teeth even and white. But there
was not, that we could discover, any trace of
humor in her face, and we were informed by her
captor that he had never seen her smile. There
is not & trace in her face to indicate any human
passion, the only organ of expression being her
eye, and that does not seem to seek, or ever to
have known human sympathy.

STORY OF WER CAPTURR.
